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thoscofficers nnder whom he had served. Ills firm and unwavering

confidence in that Ahiiighty power, whose interposition had been

so frequently manifested in liis preservation through numberless

dangers—when no other power could save—enabled him at all

times to meet with calmness and firmness, every impending

danger. And we doubt not that bis Christian Faith—always

simple and sincere—was his comfort and source of peace in the last

sad moments of his existence.
