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felvcs amidft the general confuiion. In

their language, ** it was expedient to fet

" fire to every corner of Europe, and to

deftroy all eftabliflied governments, by an

eruption of the volcanic ^ rinciple ofequa-

lity." To this policy we may attribute

their declarations, that all other countries

were unhappy, ignorant, fuperftitious, and

cnflaved; that *' a great battle was to be

" fought between errors and principles;" and

that it was " the morning of reafon dawn-

" ing upon the earth." Their declama-

tory dcdtrines made fome progrefs ; and

they proceeded to ifTue to all nations their

folemn grant of univerfal fraternity, which

was promulgated in all languages with

great activity and expence.

§ 9. At the epoch of the declaration of

war againft thefe kingdoms and Holland,

the people of the feveral goveiiiments of

Europe, without exception, were in a dan-

gerous ilate of ferment. This had not
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
