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the Continent of Europe, where recently we have

seen the contrast mournfully illustrated. We accord-

ingly submit it to you—to that Reason which

elevates us above the Brute, to let no provocation,

however great, swerve you from conforming to its

dictates, in the progress towards Annezation>^a

measure which if not to be otherwise won, as

unworthy of our regard. Let our cause rest upon

its own, its intrinsic merits. Let but the People

of Canada, in the consideration of this subject,

resolve to exercise their Reason as well before as

at the Hustings and of this truth they may be fully

satisfied, that so sure as that Faculty exists in the

mind of Man, so sure will that measure be peace-

ably accomplished. Finally—let us, as Christians,

trust, in God's Providence, to our reasoning efforts,

for the successful issue of our cause, and we shall

then never be confounded.
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
