Report Stands Over,

Ald. Spence objected to the reception of
the report of the Board of Control, which
embraced the agreement with the Con-
sumers’ Gas Company for supplylng the
Island. The meetings of the Fire and
Light Committee and the Board of Control
had only beem held that day. All reports
should be In the hands of the members
of Councll 24 hours before the Councll
meeting.

The Mayor ruled that the point was well
taken.

Ald, Dunn: I was quite well aware that
Ald. Spence would object to any
having upon it the mame of Jobn Dunn,

Ald. Urquhart: I rise to a point of order,
He is not discussing the matter before the
chalr.

Ald. Dunn: I am.

Spence: This agreement does pot
give the city anything. We don't even

get a positive agreement, by which we can sel

compel the company to dellver gas to the
residents of the Island. The company ¢an
now lay their pipes to the Island and sup-
ply the people there with' gas. There ‘s
nothing to prevent them from doing it.

Ald. Hubbard: There Is the consent of
the Dominion Government.

Ald. Spence: This agreement of Council
cannot bind the Dominion Government, I
have sald that it does not bind the com-
pany, The only thing it does is to bind
the people on the Island to pay $1.50 a
tpousand feet for gas If they take it. It
binds them to this for all eternity, or, at
least, as long as the Gas Company stands.

Ald. Asher: That won't be long.

Ald. Spence: There is nothing of the
least advantage to the city in this agree-
ment, and I ask now that the report be
not received, because it has not been 24
hours in the hands of the members.

Ald. Denison sald it was quite true that
the clty would sign an agreement of $1.5C
a thousand for gas on the Island, but it
could not be got for less, :

Means a Monopoly.

Ald, Spence: This proposition Is to give
the company a monopoly on the Island for
all time. It Is bad enough .that we have
a monopoly in Toronto, but why should
we give them carte blanche on the Island.
There i no good reason for rushing this
thru to-day. I think it should be referred
to Corporation Counsel Fullepton for his
opinion. This is our duty in view of the
stand that has been taken against the com-
pany by this Councll and by His Worship
the Mayor, who has denounced the price of
gas in Toronto as an iniquitous overcharge.
In the face of all this are we to sign an
agreement now that the price of gas on the
Isiand shall be $1.50 per thousand? I hope
the report will be referred back.

The Technical School bylaw was the
first on the list,

Ald. Lamb moved: “That the committee do
now rise and the chairman be instructed to
report the following resolution, viz,: That
the bylaw providing for the purchase of
the Athletic grounds property, on College-
street, for the purposes of a Technical
School, be referred to the Board of Con-
trol, with instructions to introduce a by-
law to authorize the issue of deben-
tures to the amount of $75,000, for the
purpose of acquiring a site for and erect-.
ing a new Technical School, in order that
{he same may be submitted to and recelve
the assent of the duly qualified ratepayers
before such expenditure be undertaken,

Ald. Lamb charged that the deal had
been put thru by influence of parties outside
who were interested in the unloading of
the Athletic Club. He called it an in-
iquitous deal.

Ald, Burns’ Position.

Ald, Burns commented on the veiled
charges of crookedness which the press
had made against the supporters of the
purchase of the Athletic Club grounds.
Some of them had goue so far as to com-
pare it to the Guelich contract, which
they all knew was ventilated and disclosed
crooked work. He himself had been sev-
eral years in the Courcll, and in the past
had heard charges of crookedness. Bat
he had always been on the right side until
now, when he found himself upon the side
to which suspicion attached, He had no
desire to be connected with any work to
which suspicion of a “deal” adhered. He
bad voted in favor of the purchase honest-
ly, and believed there was urgency in It.
But he was quite prepared now to favor
such delay as would afford opportunity
for a full and complete investigation
that would clear up all the charges of
crookedness and talk about “‘deals.”

Ald, Denigon had also favored the pur-
chase, but he felt it was not pleasant to
Le suspected of thieving and taking the
money of the pegple of Toromto, If Ald,
Burns would move for delay and. investiga-
tion, he would support the motion.

Ald. Burns: Yes; I will move that the
matter be referred back, and I would like
to have something put in the resolution
that would invite an investigation,

them?

Ald Denison: Some persons have no need
to look.

FIRE AND LIGHT COMMITTEE.

Was Held in a Hurry to Rush Thru
An Agreement for Gas on the
Island,

The Fire and Light Committee got &
sudden call from Ald, Dunn, its chairmsan.
He was obliged to borrow Ald. Frame from
the Board of Control to make a quorum.
The object of the meeting was to put
an agreement with the Consumers’ Gas
Company for the supplying of gas to Islaud
residents at $1.50 a thousand pet thru all
the preliminary stages, sd that Council
could deal with it in the afternoon.
