Hargrove's certificate, and was thereafter
again dealt with by the Dominlon Uouncll
at its blennial session in Hamilton in March
last, which then, by unanimous vote, order-
ed the cancellation of the certificate, should
be sufficlent evidence to the public that
there must be very gross irregularities in
connection with Mr, Hargrove's application,

The Royal Templars pride themselves on
prompt and satisfactory settlement of
clalms. Our records show that during the
past 24 months the average time between
the death of members and the payment of
claims has been 18 days, a record the equal
of which would be pretty hard to find.

We are also averse to litigation, never
going into the courts unless compelled to
do so, and the justness of our previous
cases may be Inferred from the fact that
we have never yet lost a case which we
have contested.

We are quite content to leave the set-
tlement of the matter to the courts and
trust that the public will withhold their
opinion until the case s decided.
