‘the danger point.

sia and China, by which the former could
secure ¢erritorial or other advantages
contiguous to Corea.

The British Government has received mo
official confirmation that the Japanese flect
{s mobilizing, but it would not be surprised
to learn that such were the faci.

Japan Wanis a Free Hand.

A highly placed British official =aid to a
sepresentative of the Associated I'rdié to-
day:

“All Japan wants is a free hand against
Russiz. This she has got so far as Eng-
jand and Germany are concerned, and, I
presume, SO far as the United States Gov-
ernment is concerned, altho I do not Imag-
{ne for one moment that any of the powers
mentioned would be drawn into a war be-
twecen Japan and Russin, If Japan. sees
nothing for it but to fight, she would have
the moral support of objections commlited
to paper by at least two other powers
against secret treaties with China. That
is all; but Japan seems to consider it suf-
ficient to provide against interference.”

Main Question Unsettled.

Confirmation of the foregoing definifion
of the situation was afforded by the see-
retary of the Japanese legation, whv said
in the course of an interview: “While re-
jolcing at the fact that Bnglaud and Rus-
gia have reached a pacific settiement over
the minor issue, the main question—the
integrity of the Chinese Empire—remains
unsettied. In response to pressure brought
by Japsn upon Russia, it was anunounced
that Russia’s secret treaties with China
had been modified; but the terms have
been withheld. TUntil we see the treaties,
we will not be satisfied that the modifica-
tion does not consist of words merely,
without any aleratiom in the spirit,

Settlement of Tien Tsin.

“ln our comtention, we belicve other
powers will support us.’” It appears that
Great Britain would be quite willing to
refer the whole Manchurian matter to
arbitration on the lines of The Hague
conference. The Tien Tsin siding affair is
not considered important enough to be
disposed of in this way, and it will im-
mediately become a matter of diplomatic
interchange between St Peterspurg aud
London.

RELATIONS HAD BEEN CRITICAL

Betweem Britain and Russia, But
Matters Have Oanlmed Down.
London, March 22.-In the House to-day
the Indiap Secretary, Lord George Hamil-
ton, explained that the relations between
Great Britain and Hussia in China at one

Lord
Lausdowne possessed facts which were un-
kuown 1o any other Minlster, and Knowing
how far the negotiations had gone he
felt he ought to tell the House, when ask-
ed a question, on the subject.

Russia Has Not Infringed.

London, March 22-—Replying.to a ques
tion In the House of Commons to-day, :#sk-
ing whether the Government proposed to
request Germany to act with reterencve 1o
Ruwsia's action in Manchuria, the Forclen
Under Seerelary, Lord Cranberoe, replied
that the Russian Government had repeated-
Iy declared its intention to respect the in-
tegrity of China, mul the British Govern:
ment was not aware that Russia had in-

fringed it.

French and English Generals Dined

Tien Tsin, March 22.—General Bailloud
(I'rench) and General Lorne® Campbell
(British) are dining together here this
evening. The offending French soldlers at
Tien ‘I'sin have been punished, and assur-
ances have been given that ¢he offensive
conduet of the French troops will mot oceur
again.

The Russians, besides withdrawing their
guards from the rallroad property, have
rémoved the demarcation tlags whick fixed
the boundaries of the concessien, and be-
fore ~vhich ihe sentries were stationed.

Cashiered the Gemeral.
Tondon, March 22.—A special despatch
from Shanghai says Gen, Tseng Chi, the
Tartar general commanding in Manchuria,
has been ordered to be cashiered and tried
for having consented to the Russo-Chinese
Maunchurian treaty. This is regarded as
showing that the Government is yielding
to the demands of the Viceroys and foreign

Ministers who opposed the treaty.

ALL QUIET AT TIEN TSIN.

Count Von Waldersee Wires Berlin
That Difficulty Has Been Settled
From a Military Stamdpoint.
Berlin, Marcih 22,—he War Office has re-
ceived the following from Count Voo Wal-

dersee:

“The Anglo-Russian dispute at Tien Tsin
has been settled from a military stand-
point in a manner satisfactory to both
parties, at a comference between Gen, Wo-
gack and Gen. Barrow. Both guards and
posts have been withdrawn, and salutes
have been exchanged.
