London, Oct. 20.—Sir Michael Hicks-
Beach, chancellor of the exchequer,
Speaking at North Shields last even-
Ing, announced that the government
had opened negotiations with the pow-

Wwhich each country is especially in-
terested.

Regarding the Fashoda question, he
8aid he wished cordially to acknowl-
edge the desire evidenced in the
speeches of Lord Rosebery and Mr.
Herbert Asquith to help the govern-
ment in the matter—“a matter which
{mglgt develop to the utmost gravity.”
;It is impossible,” he continued, ‘“for
L_x'ance to maintain that she has poli-
tical rights at Fashoda. She has natu-
rally and properly asked for time to
Tecelive Major Marchand’s report; but
until the contrary is proved, I decline
tﬂo‘ believe that France will refuse to
withdraw. If she refused, the matter
would assume an aspect as grave as is
possible between two‘great nations. The
government is animated by the friend-
liest spirit toward France, and does
not wish to infiict humiliation. What
We desire is fair treatment. Our work
in Egypt is not completed. Africa is
big enough for us both—for France in
the west and ourselves in the east
Surely we ought to be able to agree to
respect one another’s rights and claims.

The idea has been prevalent
that the French have not realized how
sériously England felt on the Fashoda
question, which has been coupled with
a desire that France would not force
England to an armed support of Lord
Salisbury’s stand.

Several exhort the
government to answer the preparations
of France by mobilizing the British
fleet. Some of the more conservative
organs, notably the Times, practically
ignore the French movements, and de-
cline to perceive any war cloud.

Harold Frederic's Busy Career Closed
by Death.

London, Oct. 20.—Harold ®Frederic,
the well-known writer and Iondon
correspondent of the New York Times,
died yesterday at Henley of heari dis-
ease. (Harold Frederic was born at
Utica, N. Y., on Aug. 19, 1856. He was
educated in the common schools of
Utica until he had reached the age of
13. He began woOrks as a draught;-
man, became a reporter in TUtica in
1876, and editor of the Utica Observer
in 1880, and editor of the Albany Eve-
ning Journal in 1882. In 1884 he went to
Europe for the New York Times, and
did correspondence work for that pa-
per until his death. Frederic’'s most
important newspaper work was drone in
connection with the cholera in South-
ern France and Italy. He +told the
cause of that disease, and described
the heroism of the sisters. Subsequent-

1y he went to Russia and wrote up the !
