THE LOCAL MARKET
W armer weather brought hundreds| 

out to market today, and supplies of 1 
vegetables and dairy produce were of­
fered in larger quantities than for 
some time past. Prices remained 
steady.

Butter was plentiful and inclined to 
be easier. Pound rolls of dairy butter 
.brought 40c to 42e. Wholesale lots sold 
for 40c a pound. Crock butter retailed 
for 41c a pound, while wholesale lots 
brought 38c a pound Creamery butter 
had a fairly good sale at 45c a pound 
retail and 43c a pound wholesale. Store 
lots of butter brought 36c a pound.

There was no change in the price of 
eggs, single dozens selling for 40c a 
pound and crate lots for 37c to 38c. 
Basket lots brought 38c.

Only a few potatoes were offered at 
prices ranging from $4 to $4.50 a bag. 
A few seed potatoes were sold. Prices 
for these varied from $3.50 to $4.50.

Radishes gold for 5c a bunch
Lettuce brought 5c to 7c a head.
New carrots sold for 10c a quart.
Cabbage brought 15c to 30c a head.
Rhubarb at 30c a dozen bunches. 
Spinach was unchanged at 25ca peck. 
Asparagus brought 5c to 7c a bunch. 
Unwashed wool advanced to 46c a 

pound, but washed wool was unchanged 
at 55c.
