Steamship Company in. refusing to
obey the order of the immigration
department to deport a number of
Hindoos brought © here - recently in
contravention oi an order of council

iring immigrants to come' direct
from theit native country, the Hon,
Frank Oliver will introduce in com-
mons a bill amending the immigra-
tion act, so as to make it clear that'
the cabinet in council has a right to
pass the order in question.

The bill will be pushed through
parliament as quickly ‘as possible so
as to put in force again regulations
now declared invalid .by courts.
These regulations were e‘lpe(‘la”v de-
signed to prevent the immigration of
Japanese from Hawaii and Hindoos,
who were also beginning to come in
large numbers via Hong Kong.

NO MATTER AT WHAT COST

New York, March 24.—In his
lecture on ‘“The Growing South™’, de-
‘h\erod before the Civic Forum at
Carnegio r1all last night Dr. Edwin
-~ A. Alderman, president of the Uni-
versity of Virginia, said that the
“MSouth was convinced that it had act-
ed wisely in the past in excluding
the Negro from the right of sufirage
and that it was determined that the
white race should continue to control
the political development of the
country. ““A  wealth of ignorance
has been expended on the discussion
of the Negro problem,’j said Dr. Ald-
crmuan, “‘which quite sickens the
heart. - The decper one’s kno'vierdge
aoes the gnatex ones desire fon sil-
ence and pauuuc ’ He began Lis ad-
dress by saying that the most ini-
pressive social movement of the da3
jn this country was the effort being
made by the republic to adjust its
new self to its old self so organic-
ally that it should lose neither its
jndividuaiism nor its cooperative
genius.  This ~ effort was more pro-
neunced, he said, in the Southern
States, where the whole social and
economic life was Dbeing turned to
master the weapons of present day
industrialism.

Although
the duke had been ailing since he suffer-
ed a sudden attack of heart weakness
while visiting King Edward at Windsor
Castle -last June, and in spite of some
alarming reports that rveached London
during his sojourn in Egypt this winter,
the recent accounts of his Health had
been more assuring and the news of his
death has come almost as a surprise.
