Mr. Wegenast, having arrived, his re­
port was heard, which dwelt particu­
larly on the alleged maladministration 
of the Act in relation to Section 67, 
which deals with assessments and Sec­
tion 62, which deals with the sub­
divisions of the classes coming under 
the Act. Mr. Wegenast cited instances 
of heavy assessment on stevedores, 
who had not received compensation 
equivalent to their deposits, the com­
pensation going to the lumbermen. He 
also urged more precautionary methods 
to bring the liabilities down and the 
safety conditions up to at least 75 
per cent, and 90 per cent. If possible.

A. F. Blake thought that Mr. Wege­
nast had showed a belief in the act, 
but the latter denied this, saying that 
it was not suitable for New Bruns­
wick. He said, however, that he would 
like to see it tested further, with 
better administration. There was too 
much paternalism, as if the Act were 
a philanthropic and not a business pro­
position, which the lumbermen particu­
larly had to pay heavily for.

It was agrued that the type of the 
Act was questionable, but not the 
principle. Mr. Simms did not find 
anything wrong with the principle but 
much wrong with the operation of the 
Act He did not think the indiscre­
tions of the board would keep any 
eihployer awake nights.

Yarmouth, N. S., Jan. 9—Evidence 
that the schooner Douglas B. Conrad 
took on additional cargo of between
