AN INTERNATIONAL CAPITAL

(Bangor Commercial)

Truly an idealistic project seems that
of a perfect city, but such is the plan
that has long been contemplated by the
scientists of many countries and has now
taken such form that the details of the
plans have been evolved and the interna-
tional organization, known as the
World Conscience Society is to deter-
mine the location of the ideal city at the
next meeting of its international com-
mittee.

Ambitious the project certainly is, but
those who are behind the movement
believe that it is thoroughly practicable.
The detailed plans are not the work of
a moment but represent the labor of ten
years of Hendrik Christian Anderson,
an American-Scandinavian sculptor re-
siding in Rome, assisted by many sculp-
tors, artists, engineers, architects and
scientists.

According to a reviewer of the plans
this city is to cover ten square miles of
ground and is to be a city of light,
health, wide avenues, parks, plavgrounda,
fountains, lagoons and noble buildings.
It is to be a city without slums, a city
of efficiency, convenience and beauty,
not only an ideal city in structure, plan
and equipment, but destined to become
the intellectual, artistic and practical in-

ternational capital of the world. There

art and physical culture, together with
ample room for the dccommodation of
the permanent residents and the neces-
sary business and manufacturing plants.

It is estimated that the expense of
creating such a city would not be in ex-
cess of $100,000,000 and the plan is to
divide this expense among the different
nations of the world, for the city is in-
tended to be an international capital in
fact. Those who are behind the move-
ment believe that it will be brought to
accomplishment and if so it is certain
that there will be a very animated con-
test between the nations to secure its
location. Among those places that have
been mentioned thus far are the Dutch
coast near The Hague; the Riviera, near
Cannes; Turvueren, near Brussels; St.
Germain on Laye, near Paris; the Mar-
mora coast near Constantinople; the
New Jersey coast, near Lakewood; the
isthmus of Panama and the island of |
Cuba.
