"BRIDGIE” WEBBER

The gunmen, accord-
ing to Webber, were employed to ‘“‘throw
a scare’ ’into Rosenthal, and two of them
got drunk and killed him instead.

Webber denied that he played cards on
the trip to Havana or on the return trip
or while he was in Havana. He came
back after a stay in Havana of a few
days, he said, because of the notoriety fol-
lqwing newspaper publications announcing
his arrival in that city.

! He was not called ack to be a witness
in the aldermanic investigation, he gaid.
He had not been asked to give testimony
in that proceeding and would not do so.

“T couldn’t,” said Webber. “I don’t
know of any specific instance of police
agraft of my own knowledge.
