The appearance of tills disease lias 
been well illustrated by the Farmers’ 
Circular No. 8 obtainable free of charge 
from the Publication Branch of the De­
partment of Agriculture, Ottawa. Pota­
to canker owing to t its serious nature 
has been made subject to certain legis­
lative measures under the dominion 
destructive insect and pest act. In order 
to familiarize the farmer with the re­
quirements of the act their attention is 
caUed to the following extracts: and 
other information concerning the neces­
sary steps to be taken in case potato 
canker is discovered in any locality.

: (l) On discovery of any signs of po­
tato canker farmers should immediately 

! notify the dominion botanist, Experi- 
of the outbreak,

quantity of boiled potatoes among the 
usual food.

(11) The use for seed of any pota­
toes resulting from an infected crop, no 
matter how sound they may appear, is 
strictly prohibited, as the disease is en­
tirely proprogated by the use of infect­
ed seed.

12 The land on which a diseased crop 
has been raised is useless for the culti­
vation of potatoes for an indefinite num­
ber of years. It may, however, be used 
for the growing of any other kind of 
crop except potatoes.

13 All tools, implements, etc., used on 
infected land must be carefully cleaned 
by washing with an antiseptic solution 
(crude carbolic acid, sheep dips, etc. etc.) 
before removing them from such infect­
ed land. Any soil left adhering to them 
or to the boots of persons working in 
the field, is liable to contain disease j 
germs, and in this way may he respon­
sible for carrying the disease to clean j 
land. In conclusion I must caution you 
to carefully carry out all these instruc­
tions. They have been devised to pro­
tect your own and the country’s inter­
ests. Also kindly note paragraph “8” j 
of the destructive insect and pest act, : 
reading:

(8) “Every person who contravenes 
any provision of this act, or any. regu- ! 
lation made thereunder, shall be liable j 
upon summary conviction to a fine not 
exceeding one hundred dollars, or to im­
prisonment. Further note paragraph 7 j 
of the destructive insect and pest act: ! 
(7) “The minister, upon the report of 
any inspector setting forth a reasonable l 
belief of the existence of any insect, pest, 
or disease in area defined in such re-1 

, port, may prohibit the removal from 
such area or the movement therein of 
any vegetation, vegetable or oilier mat­
ter which, in his opinion is likely to re­
sult in the spread of such insect, pest or 
disease.”
