. I beg to enclose herewith cheque Io. 6379 for
16,000.00 timber money for distribution to the members of 
Seabird Island Band, which I trust you may be able to distri- 
bute at an early date.

In accordance with your suggestion, the eue 
of 13,000.00 le being eet aeide for the purpose of paying for 
stumping powder, stump-pulling equipment, eto. to enable 
these Indiana to olear their land. It le not the intention 
of the Department to make a further distribution of timber 
money to the Seabird Island Indiana ae the amount now distri­
buted and allowed for the purpose of clearing land represents 
fifty per cent of the receipts for timber and it le expeoted . 
that theee Indiana will develop their own fares without 
further assistance from this Department. It is hopsd that 
these Indians will use the money which will be distributed 
to then in a useful way ae the Majority of thee did with the 
previous distribution.

Three blank pay-lists are being eent you 
under separate cover to enable you to account for the dis­
tribution. The original and duplicate ooplee should be 
submitted to the Department accompanied by a statement also 
* refund of any money undistributed.
