Prosecutor’s Address:
The Prosecutor addressed the Court, reviewing the evidence 
on all three charges. He pointed out that the accused tt« 
placed in a position of trust in Sqn Gunnery Stores and had 
abused that trust by taking certain weapons in his charge and 
using them to force a vehicle picquet to give him a truck.

The Tommy gun was loaded and cocked, the two soldiers on 
the vehicle picquet might have been seriously Injured. The 
evidence of the police was that the accused was quite normal 
and knew what he was dc,:
He directed attention to the evidence that the accused had 
been able t: give very precise instructions on how to unload 
and cock the Tommy gun.

555 on 
drunkenness.
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
