The death of William C. Everett, the 
well-known stenographer, occurred last 
night at his residence Mecklenburg street 
where he had been confined for only one 
day. For some time past Mr. Everett 
has been in failing health, and the result 
of hard work and exposure during the re­
cent election campaign has been the cause 
of his early and unexpected demise. Mr. 
Everett was attached to the staff1 of the 
Telegraph, and notwithstanding illness 
he stood at his post, until, utterly broken 
down, he had to be assisted to 
his home on Tuesday night last. 
Later, congestion of the lungs developed, 
under which he sank rapidly, though 
peacefully, to his long sleep.

As a journalist and as a man Mr. 
Everett had won the esteem and freind- 
ship of the whole community. He was 
for some years employed in the business 
of Messrs. C. & E. Everett, King street, 
where, during his leisure moments, he 
acquired a thorough knowledge of sten­
ography—so thorough, indeed, that for 
many years he was considered the most 
capable short-hand writer in the pro-

Although he only became regularly 
employed in newspaper work some 
months ago, his heart had always been 
with journalism, and his figure was a 
familiar one about the various news­
paper offices. As a stenagrapherhe had 
acquired that experience requisite to the 
successful newspaper worker, and none 
more faithfully discharged his duties 
than did he. Ever ready with a kind 
word, a smile, a joke, he had taken the 
world by the hand, and had made it his 
friend. No word of complaint ever 
escaped him. He was patient agreeable 
and always to be.relied upon.

To his co-workers the report of W. C. 
Everett’s death is sudden and brings 
with it the deepest regret, for while he 
was universally popular amongst his 
fellows he was held in the highest es­
teem.

Mr. Everett was in his 39th year and 
leaves a wife and two children. The 
funeral will take place at 2.30 p. m. Sat­
urday, from Mecklenburg street
