The arrest of Miss Tibbitts was the
subject of much indignant comment when
her identity became known, and offered
another conspicious proof of the ineffici-
ency of the Montreal detectives, who do
not seem to be any better than those of
their companions who are now confined
in the Penitentary.

Yesterday Mrs. Tibbitts, of Frederic-
ton, received a telegram from her
daughter, Mary K. Tibbitts, now in Mon-
treal, stating that she had been arrested
for a crime which had been committed
at that place last March. Mrs. Tibbiits
at once consulted Mayor Allan, and was
advised by that gentleman to go at once
to Montreal with proofs of her daughter’s
identity, and of her attendance at
the University of New Brunswiek at the
time mentioned.

Miss Tibbitts is one of Fredericton’s
fairest daughters, and has just graduated
from the University of New Brunswick.

Of a most tender nature, Miss Tibbitts
cannot fail to grieve deeply at the situa-
tion in which she has been placed, and
at the effect the startling announcement
of her arrest will have upon her friends.

In her three years college course she
had made every one her friend, and such
a charge against her as attempted mur-
der is nothing more than outrageous.

During her college course, too, Miss
Tibbitt’s had gleaned many honors, and
graduated well up in the lists of her
class. Her idea was to study,
during the summer, out west, and
returning, to take a post gradu-
ate course at the University. Unhappily,
however, her anticipated pleasures have
been abruptly cut short by the stupidi-
ty of some one. But there .is a small
satisfaction in learning that the;lady is
once more at liberty, and that this stu-
pidity will soon meet with its .merited
desserts.

The arrest of Miss Tibbitts has excited
a lively degree of indignation among her
acquaintances in 8t. John, who cannot
understand how so stupid a blunder
could have occurred.

CAPITAL AND LABOR.

THE RIGHTS OF BOTH MUST BE
RESPECTED.

Cont an Ine
teresting Paper to the Discussion of
a Great Question.

Barmimore, July 13.—Cardinal Gib-
bons has prepared for the Cosmopoli-
tan Magazine, of New York, an inter-
esting paper on “The dignity, right and
responsibility of Labor.” He says a
contented and, happy--wosking ¢lEs is
“thé best safeguard of the republic, while
ill paid and discontented laborers, like
the starving and enslaved populace of
Rome in the time of Aungustus Cewsar,
would be a constant menace and re-
proach to the country.

He says the laboring classes should
have the privilege to organize for mutnal
prolection and benefit and it would be as
unjust to deny to workingmen the rignt
to band together because of the abuses
incident to such combinations as to with-
hold the same right from capitalists be-
cause they sometimes unwarrantably
seek to crush or absorb weaker rivals,

A public recognition of the right to or-
ganize, the cardinal says, implies confi-
dence in the intelligence and honesty of
the masses and inspires them with a
laudable desire of meeting the approval
of their fellow citizens. There should
not, and need not be, any conflict be-
tween capital and labor, since both are
necessary for the public good and one
depends on the co-operation of the other.
‘Whoever tries to sow discord between
the capitalist and the laborer isan enemy
to gocial order.
