A Dynamite Bomb Thrown This
Afternoon by a Stranger

IN THE FRENCH CHAMBER OF DEPUTIES

Fatally Wounds Depnfy Lemhfé,
Kills an Usher

And Injures Many Spectators—=An Ame
erican Lady Cut in the Forehead by
a Fiymg Fragumient—Panic Stritken
People—Order Finally Restored and

Business Résumed.

Paris, Dec. 9.—While the chamber: of
deputies was in session this afterpodnm a
stranger in'the'gallery thiew ® dynamite
bomb on the ficor. As the bomb explod-
ed pieces of metal were thrown in every
direction. Deputy Lemire and six others
were hit and seriously injured. ‘M. ‘Le-
mire’ is said to be dying, The bomb
burst near the head of Lemire and  in-
stuntly killed an usher who was standing
near. An American lady in the gallery
received a slight wound in the forehead,
and two other ladies'in the lower gallery
were' injured. A man who was sitting

rext the bomb thrower was wounded.
All the occupants of the chamber were
panic-stricken. Bits of metal and horse-

thoe mnails, which had evidently been at-

icched to the bomb, were picked upall
over the house.” Order was finally pe-
stored and. business resumed.

Paris, Dee. 9.—M. Lemire is a Roman
Catholic socialist, and was eleéted fo re-
present the first .district ‘of Hazebruck.
This was -his first term.of“service in the
chamber. He. was professor of rhetroic
at St. Franecois @™ Assissi college at Haze-
bruck. He wag author of “Ireland in
Australia,” and’ was once highly compli-
mented by QCardinal Maunning on his so-
cial inflygence. He was born in 1854.
He strenuously upheld the theories ad-
vanced by Count Muns.

THE DEADLY BOMB.

Saturday’s Sensational Episode;in the
Chamber of Deputies.

Paris, Dec. 9.—A bomb was thrown in
the chamber of deputies this afternoon,
happily without fatal results.” "The usual
number of members present when no
matter of (great importance is to be conm-
sidered were in their seats, and the busi-
ness of ‘the ‘house’ was“proceeding “slecp-
ilv. The galleries contained a4 number
of visitors, including some ladies, who
watched the proceedings with little in-
terest, In the gallery above the benches
occupied by the 'members of the Right
were a number of strangers, none of
whom had attracted any attention mwhen
they entered the gallery. and had seats
assigned to them. In the course of the
business of the house the election of M.
M. Marman came up for discussion. M,
Marman had. been speaking from: tir
Tmbune, and had just Eescended to. ke
SUxie his. sait, vhen a ipam in the gal-:

ery above mentwned rhrawv a bomb-o-
wards the floor. The bomb had a time
fuse attached to ‘it, for as it passed the
head of Professor Lemire, the .deputy
for Hazelbruch, it expleded with a ter-
rific report. Dense clouds of smoke and
dusti ascended, shutting out from view
for a time LhOse sitting in the body of
the house. For a single instant the
house was perfectly quiet, and then the
members and others, realizing what had
occurred, there was the wildest excite-
ment. The officers detailed to guard the
building were the finét to gain their
scnses. They first shut the great doors
leading to the chamber 19 prevent the
oscape of the bomad ' thrower. The peo-
ple in the pgalleries’fled in wild disorder,
fearing that otheér bombs would be
tbrown.. They were in a state bordering
on frengy, and ahnost fell aver each oth-
er in their wild but futile haste to gét.

One lady, whe it
was subsequently learned was an Ameri-
can, had beew hit on theé forchead by a
rnece of the casing of the bomb, and she
fled with blood stresming over her face.

was fully as great as in the galleries.
Many of ‘the members rushed for the
exits, feaming every minute another ex-
plosion, Premier Dupny was apparently
the coolest man in the chamber. Two
ladies beside the Amegican in the lower
zallery were injured. A man sitting be
side the bomb threwer was also wonund
ed. The Jeputies wounded were Prc
fessor Abbe Lemire, Count Panl Henry
Lanjuinais and M. Leffet.

‘We' shall con-
tinue our labors, and after we exhaust
the order of the day the chamber’s ofi-
cials will do their duty in regard to the
outrage, The members  talked excit-
edly of tthe explosion as they lingered
after the adjournment in the lobbies and
corridors. .

M. Clement, commissary of
polica, who was in the chamber half an
hour “after the explosion oeccurred  and
had already collected much evidence be-
fore the chamber adjourned, said to a
United Press representative: ‘“The bomb
is said "enerally to have given out a
flame like that of a Roman candle. Tt
must have contained nitro- glycerm?.
Fortunately it burst in mid-air. If it
had touched the floor where it was aimed
to strike the destruction of life would
have been terrible. . It seems to have
been loaded mostly with nails having
peculiarly large heads. These nails have
been found in every part of the cham-
bef."
