Become Excited During Buffalo Dahce
and Notify White Lessees to
Vacate Ranches,

Guthrie, O. T., Dec. 25.—The Pawnee

Indians are on the warpath, An im-
! mense buffalo bull was so injured in
itl'ansforrin; from the Santa Fe stoxk
| yards to Pawnee Bill’s ranch south of
[town that he had to be killed. The
meat was given by Major Little to the
Indians for a buffalo dance. The In-
| dians have been dancing and powwow-
’ing ever since, They claim the wvast
herds of buffalo are coming back to this
| country and many of the! Indians have
notified the white lessees to vacate their
ranches “at once, as they wish to lay
the fences low so that the buffalo will
have full sway of the country.,
‘The white  people in the romil Seo parts
ervation are coming into Paw-
nee and report the Indians acting in a
threaténing manner towards them, Paw-
ree Bill has placed mounted guards
around his buffale ranch, as the Indians
are camping in sight of the herd and
from their suspicious dctiens he thinks
they intend to liberate the herd and
perhaps kill them,

The United States Indian agent at
that point has been notified and has
made a report to the commissioner of
Indian affairs at ‘Washington.
