It was,a model of
conciseness, and convincing in every de-
tail—a trwe busimess spéech by 2 _busi-
ness man, and one who means t{uamess.
His reception was most cordial, and
must have somnded like a knell to thed
little band of government representa-

tives who in their blind fatuity mayy’

have hoped to carry.an oppoe‘it.ion‘me&'
ing in a constitueney, they hawe so long
wilfully disfranchised. After expressing
his pleasure-on being enabled to addpess
so large an =madience, Mr. Paterson
lavndhed direstly Suto ‘the main ‘matter
of his addvess. Fekad beenaccused, he
said, -af ‘beimg on “the feace, politically,
and of being, thesefere, tnreliable, The:
govermment candidate, who ‘by the way:
was prepared to Follow his deader in
eyeryfhing -whether right or wrong, had
attempted to show that he was ot ‘sare
of his position.

In answer to this he desired to state
that if the policy of the present govern-
ment was to be the same as that of its
predecessor he would oppose ; it. (Ap-
plause.) If the government mtroduc'ed
measures calculated to advance the in-
terests of North Victoria he would sup-
port them. But he held it his inalienable
right to maintain his- independence of
thought. When measures . were brought
down affeeting his constituency, if elect-
ed, he would always consult the electors
regarding them and do his utmost
in their behalf. . E

What was the government’s policy
especially in respeet to railways? Its
platform hadn’t been defined. Its mem-
bers had waguelv said that they desired
t6 open up the .ountry by railways, and
would give away money- and land subsi-
dies t» this end. They stated that the
Csnadian Northern would construct its
road through the province, but that was
as far as they would go. They had an-
nounced nothing else in the shape of a
policy.

He had been accused of pessimism, the
accusation being that he had endeavored
to prevent the construction of railways.
Ttis he most eniphatically denied, for
there was none more favorable to the
development of this province by railways
than he.

They said it yvould be a terminus,
Now every road had a number of termin-
als, but there was always one through
which the greatest bulk of rits business
was done, and for the welfare of which
the railway most energetically strove, He
conced=d that the comstruction of the
Canadian Northern would benefit the
previnee to a certain extent, but it must
be borne in mind that the'maajor portion
of the business would be' done at that
terminal which best suited the purposes
of the road.

Before a politician goes out to the
country to address a)meeting he should
spend a few hours in prepafing a store
of retorts, otherwise in repartee with
a levelheaded farmer he will be igmo-
minously vanquished.

In regard to the flotation of this loan,
they were told it was placed at 92. This
price'was paid in instalments of £5 on
application on Oectober last, £17 on
November 28th, or £22 in the present
year, 1902, But the interest commenced
from July 1st last. Now the interest on
£22 for the few weeks in this year was
1s. 2d., but they were paying £1 10s,
or a bonus of £1 8s. 10d. The remain-
ing payments were £20 on January 30th
next, £256 on March 30th .and £25 on
May 29th, but as before interest on the
full amount was going on. . In other
words, the interest on the money received
during the year at 3 per cent was about
18s., and they paid £3, which reduced
the amount netted by the loan from 92
to 90. But while they were allowing
the purchasers of the loan to keep their
money in their pockets, what about the
overdraft this loan was intended to pay
off? They were still paying the bank 4
per cent, for this, while they paid the
people in England 3 per cent. This lat-
ter sum amounted to nearly £2 17s. on
the £100, ‘or about 5 per cent., reducing
the net value of the loan from 92 to
87, and this without any allowance for
underwriting, brokerage or other flota-
tion expenses. This was the position of
a people who were asked to undertake
cash railway supbsidies, in . {hemselves
cnly an ihitial expense, as the very
country they opened up has to be equip-
ped with schools, roads, trails, bridges
and administration of justice for years
before it made any appreciable returns
to the treasury. Let the Dominion gov-
ernment take in hand these cash sub-
gidies and leave the province to attend
to these matters of administration. The
popu)a’cifm of the province was some
175,000, of this there were under.100,-
000 white workers who were asked to
put their hands in their pockets and
start on a scheme of colonization before
they had received some of the necessaries
of civilization themselves.
