BIG SHIPPING TRUST
OF GERMAN LINERS

O

Hamburg-American Gompany and the North
German Lloyd to Amalgamate,

BERLIN, May 11—t is persistently
reported in German financial circles
that a fusion of the Hamburg-Ameri-
can Company and the North German
Lloyd Steamship Company, which
would mean one of the largest ship-
ping combinations on record, is likely
to ensue in the near future.

The combination of the two com-
panies would possess 305 ships, with
an aggregate tonnzge of 1,803,405, di-
vided as follows

In former years the Hamburg-Am-
erican Company and the North Ger-
man Lloyd competed against one an-
other freely, but twentyfive years ago
their own interests compelled them to
conclude a working arrangement based
on a division of spheres of interest in
the different parts of the world.

In the autumn of 1305 the North
German Lloyd was accused of violat-
ing this agreement by invading the
H_amburg-Amerlcan Company's pre-
serves, whereupon the latter announc-
ed its intention of proceeding relent-
lessly against its German competitor.

The Emperor intervened in this dis-
pute to bring about an amicable set-
tlement, because strife between the
two great German companies would™
bave bepefited neither and would have
crippled both very seriously.

The managing director of the Ham-
burg-American Company, Herr Ballin,
and the managing director of the
North German Lloyd, the late Dr.
YWiegand, came to Berlin to enable the
Pmperor to mediate between them,
and his majesty endeavored to arrange
a settlement on conditions which
would have permitted the ultimate
fusion of the two companies. Herr
Ballin, who aimed at the union of
the two companies under his own con-
trol, was favorable to the amalgama-
tion, but the late Dr. ‘Wiegand stren-
uously opposed the proposal. He ful-
1y realized that a fusion would mean
the absorption of his own company
and the dictatorship of Herr Ballin
over practically the whole of the Ger-
man mercantile marine.

LADY ABERDEEN'S PLAN
T0 GHECK DISEASE

British Government Aids Wife of Irish Vice-
roj in Her War on Tuberculosis -

raon s

DUBLIN, May 10.- A novel scheme
was disclosed yesterday by Lady Aber-
deen, the wife of the viceroy of Ire-
land.

Speaking at a meeting of the general
council of the Women's National
Health Association of Ireland, held
here, the countess said that for some

" time past they had been in communi-

cation with the Admiralty as to obtain-
ing the leases or remainder of the
leases of disused coast-guard stations,
with a view to converting them into
sanatoria or convalescent homes.

They had now got the first of these
at Sutton, where there were eight cot-
tages of three rooms each. There were
other disused stations which they
might also be able to obtain.

This experiment marks another step
in the splendid campaign against con-
sumption that Lord and Lady Aber-
deen have been waging of late years.
The death rate from this terrible dis-
ease has been steadily reduced in Eng-
land and Scotland—thanks largely to
hygienic measures adopted by muni-
cipal authorities—but in Ireland it has
as steadily increased. Every year 12,-
persons die of consumption in the em-
erald isle.

Determined to improve this appalling
state of things, Lady Aberdeen formed
in 1907 the Women’s National Health
Association of Ireland. Its objects are

to try to reduce the consumption mor- |

tality; to try to réduce in the larger
towns the infantile mortality; thirdly,
to improve the hygienic condition of
the national schools, and soO help to
bring up a healthy and vigorous race.

Then her ladyship organized an edu-
cative tuberculosis exhibition, which
achieved a striking success. Another
exhibition had to be run simultaneous-
ly, scores of towns were visited and
thousands of people attended, while
Roman Catholics and Protestants, Na-
tionalists and Unionists joined in sup-
porting the movement.

Other useful things followed — a
home nursing teaching system for the
consumptive in Dublin, an infant milk
depot, a baby club, and so on.

The government blan for the reduc-
tion of the coastguard stations has now
given the countess another opportun-
ity. There were 689 of these stations
in the United Kingdom, but only those
needed for the signalling service are
being retained by the Admiralty, and
over 100 “linking” stations have been
closed.

TRAFFIC IN CORPSES
FOR WITCHCRAFT USE

Exposure of Amazing Scandals Connected
With the Cemeteries of Naples

e

NAPLES, May 10—Astoundinz re-
velations are disclosed in the official

report of the special commission of in- |

quiry into the administration of the
cemeteries -of Naples.
that, like other branches of municipal
service, the administration of the bur-
ia] grounds is in the toils of the Cam-
orra. Blackmail is levied on relatives
of deceased persons, under the threat
that the bodies will be removed.

The municipal contractors have quar-
ried the soil for their own building
purposes, and a wholesale traffic is
carried on in the sale of floral wreaths
and marble slabs stolen. from graves,
and in linen shrouds stripped from
bodies newly buried.

Families of position bribe hand-
somely to be allowed to carry off their
dead clandestinely at night. Bodies
sometimes mysteriously disappear al-
together, and bones and even whole
skeletons are stolen by ghouls for the
requirements of witch-craft.

The commission’s report makes
grievous charges against certaim
priests, who are said to be leagued
with the Camorrists, and who levied
extortionate fees for burial.

Many bodies of poor people were
doomed to be carried on filthy carts
and tossed into a common pit without
blessing or religious ceremony of any
kind.

Among the accused clergy is the no-
torious Camorrist Don Ciro Vittozzi,
who has been in prison some three
years awaiting his trial.

The commission of inquiry owes its
origin to a ghastly incident, which oc-
curred in July, 1905, when the body
of a little girl was secretly removed
from its coffin and the bones pulver-
jed for purposes of witchcraft.

The Naples Municipal Council was
prosecuted in 1907 as being responsible
for the safety of coffins in the muni-
cipal burial ground.

PARIS, May 11.—A happily inspired
manifestation of the entente cordiale is
to take place next week when a num-
ber of young girls from London and
provincial schools will visit Paris as
the guests of students of the five city
lycees for girls. The minister of Pub-
lic Instruction has approved the
scheme. A committee of ladies, includ-
ing Mme. Liard, wife of the vice rec-
tor of the Sorbonne, Comtesse Jean de
Castellane, Princess de Polignac, and
others are busying themselves with the
necessary arrangements.

There will be a series of excursions
to the principal sight-seeing centers,
when each English miss will have for
a companion a French schoolgirl about
her own age.

On May 14 an Anglo-French concert
{n aid of the Fund for Consumptive
Children will he given at the Troca-
dero, under the conductorship of M.
Camille Saint-Saens. There will be a
girls’ chorus of a thousand voices, and
in addition, the girl soloists will be
heard in English, Scottish, Irish, Welsh
and French melodies.

The promoters of the movement are
hopeful that the friendships formed on
the occasion of these reunions will be
continued: and the girls of the two
countries, who are to be thrown to-
gether next month are to be encour-
aged to write to each other when the
business is over and they drift apart.

AERIAL TORPEDOES
CONTROLLED AT WILL

Germany Likely to Possess Soan a New
and Deadly Weapen of War.

e e

BERLIN, May 10.—Messrs. Krupp,
of Essen, have announced, that they
will contribute $2,500 per annam toward
the cost of experiments with an aerial
torpedo, now being carried out by Pro-
fessor Weichert, of the Meteorological
Institute at Goettinen.

Professor Weichert has constructed a
model of the flying torpedo which is
capable of travelling 225 yards per sec-
ond, or at ihe rate of ever seven and a
half miles a minute. Another model of
an aerial torpedo, weighing approxi-
mately eighty pounds, has also been
constructed, and has yielded success-
ful results.

These torpedoes are driven by small
electric motors. Apart from driving
them at a high speed through the air
Professor Weichert is conducting a
number of experiments for the purpose
of ascertaining how they can be steer-
ed by electricity. Tn conducting these
experiments he is guided by the system
of submarine torpedoes by electric
waves.

The.extreme. importance of these ex-
periments from a military point of view
is evident, and this aspect of the mat-
ter is emphasized by thesubventon
which Messrs. Krupp have devoted to
this purpose. Judging from the results
already achieved, it apears probable
that Germany will soon be in possess-

earth- |

ion of aerial torpedoes which will be
under the control of those who dis-
harge them.

Pcofessor Weichert desires not only
to apply his invention to the purpose of
war, but also to scientific research, for
he considers that flying machines of
this type can be employed to ascertain
the condition of the atmosphere at high
altitudes. He is now experimenting
with a fiying machine which he can di-
rect to high altitudes by electric cur-
rent, and then bring it back to the
point from which it started.

LOOKS FOR GONVIGTION

But if the Verdict is Acquittal the Prisoner
Will Probably be Taken to
an Asylum,

FLUSHING, N. Y., May 11. — The
case, against Peter C. Hains, Jr.,
charged with the murder of Wm. E.
Annis, was expected when court open-
ed today, to be given by the jury by
noon. Ex-District Attorney Geo. A.
Gregg, who had not finished his sum-
ming up of the state’s case when court
adjourned yesterday, expected to con-
clude his argument in about an hour,
after which the charge of Justice Gar-
retson to the jury would be in order.
The Justice announced that this would
occupy about an hour. Anxiety as to
the verdict of the jury prevailed
among the counsel for both state and
the defence before the opening of
court. John F. MeclIntyre, of counsel
for Captain Hains, said that from his
study of the jury he was certain that
eight of its members would vote for
acquittal, while the remaining four
were doubtful. it

District Attorney Dewitt
he expected a conviction.

In the event of Captain Hains’ ac-
quittal on the groungs of insanity at
the time he shot and killed Annis at
the Bayside Yacht Club last August,
the question of his present mental
state arises. Mr. McIntyre has not
hesitated to say that he believes his
client is insane at the present time.
Should Justice Garretson share this
belief, he might issue an order for the

“STAR'S” NEW SINGER BIG Hi'l'.l

NERR WARDEN FINED
FOR LIBEL 0N MOLTKE

Well-Known German Edifor Brought late
Gourt for the Fourth Time.

BERLIN, May 11—Herr Maxinvilian
Harden, proprietor and editor of the
weekly review, Zukunft, appeared one
day this week in the law courts for the
fourth time to answer the charge of
libeiling General Count Xuno Moltke,
and was fined $150.

This trial, like the second trial, took
place befors the Fourth Chamber of
the Central Criminal Court, under the
presidency of Judge Lehmann. The
first teial took placz before the Schoef-
{engericht, consisting of the judge and
two jurors. This court acquitted Har-
den, whereupon the government ignor-
ed the verdict and caused the public
prosecutor to indict Herr Harden,
whose second trial took place before
the Central Criminal Court of the em-
pire at Leipzig, which quashed -the
verdict and ordered a new trial by the
same ocomrt.

There was a complete absence of all
those sensational features which
marked the former trials of Herr Har-
den on this charge. Public interest was
extremely languid, and only three wit-
nesses were summoned-—General Count
Kuno Moltke, Count Ernest Revent-
low and Baron von Berger.

It was announced at the outset that
| Herr Harden was willing to make a
{ formal statement that he never in-
tended to make certain chargess against
| General Count Moltke, and that the
1Count was willing to accept this set-
! tlement out of court. The public pros-
ecutor, however¥declared that he could
not agree to any such course, but that
he must insist on the trial being car-
ried through to a eonclusion.
