MONCTON, N. B, April 12.—That
the burning of the Intercolonial shops
here regarded, now as one of the great-
est calamities which ever beset the
city, will in ‘a short time prove to be
& blessing;, ig the firm belief of the
civic delegation” which went to Ottawa
to /interviéw Hon. H. R. Emmerson,
minister of railways, in regard to the
lccation of the new shops here, The
delegation returned today from Otta-
wa. It consiSted of Mayor Steeves, J.
T. Hawke, president of the Board of
Trade; Hon. C.-'W. ‘Robinson, Hon, F.
J. Sweeney and ex-Ald. Doyle, They
interviewed  the minister of railways,
as well as Deputy Minister Butler, and
are perfectly satisfied with their trip.
The location of -the new shops has not
been settled, but: the plans for them
are nearly complete... So far as can be
learned there will be three groups of
buildings, and it is intended to aban-
don the present buildings altogether
ultin:ately. The new group will be
‘composed ' of a machine ehop with-'a
double roof, the walls being built of
reinforced concrete. At right angles
from this double building there will be
a forge shop, erecting shop and boiler
shop, all built in the same man-
ner, with the most modern style of
lighting. The buiidings will have con-
crete walls and will be provided with
fron doors. There will be room left
for the construction of additional ehops
or extensions. Near this and ‘between
the car shops proper, will be a large
building devoted to ‘heavy car repair-
in® with tracks running between
these buildings. ; :

Still. further away there will be a
double building for passenger car  re-
pairing, ' and - a short distance from
that & paint

Between these three buildings willbe
transference tables.. These buildings
will be all built and lighted on the
same principle as that described in
connection with the machine shops.

The American Locomotive Works of
Montreal, were admitted to be the moat

The new shops at Moncton will con-
tain many improvements, which exper-
fence has suggested, “upon: the lay-
out at Montreal, Electricity will arge-
ly replace steam ‘as motive power.

that conditions are actually better.
The wind is blowing from the volcano
,in the direction of Naples, carrying

the ashes in this direction. Towards
{ évening the fall of ashes and cinders
here was worse than at any time since
the eruption began.
I The sceénic. effects vary from hour to
hour.. Now in the north the sky is
chocolate colored, lowering and heavy,
under which men and women with
their hair and clothing covered with
ashes move about. Fort San Martino
as it towers above the town, can only
Just be seen, while Castel Dell Ovo
is boldly marked in light, seeming-like
silver against the brown sky. To the
north beyond the smoke zone - lies
-emiling; sunny Posilipo and its penin-
sula, while far away glistens the sea,
a deep blue, on which the islands seem
to fioat in the glow of the setting sun.

Italy’s King Sees Bodies of Hundreds Dug From Ruins
—News From the Volcano Today is More Reas-

bshovsling, making a narrow road for
the refugess. Our wagon driver beg-
ged off from completing his coatract
to take us to San Giuseppe. We had
not the keart to insist, so tite rest of
the journey to the railway at Palma,
eight miles, was made laboriously on
foot for three hours, through s cing
cinders. In many places . temporary
«helters had been built by the roadside,
like childran’s - playhouses. Here wo-
men - wers Huddled with their bedding,
awaiting the coming of supplies whict
the army had begun to distribute. The
men were largely occupied with shovel-
ing cinders from the stronger roofs and
floors into heaps three to six feet deep
aloag the roadside. Many two-wheel
carts loaded with salvage, drawn by
donkeys or pushed by peasants, were
making their way along, women with
bundles on their heads or carrying
poultry accompanying the vehicles. In
the square of San Giuseppe was an en-
campment of soldiers with low tents.
Near a destroyed church, in coarse
Fellow linen shrouds were the bodies

“We reached Torre Annunziata at
three in the morning. There was lit-
tle suggestion of a disaster as we
trudged through the sleeping town to
the lava two miles away., The 'bril-
liant moon gave us a superb view of
the voleano; a gray-brown mass, rising,
expanding and curling in with pro-
file like a monstrous cyclopean: face.
But nothing in mythology gives a sug-
gestion of the fascination of this awful

“A better fdea of '
was obtained at dawn from the rail-
way. We saw north what was left of

sea of dull brown lava. North and east
rose a thousand patches of blue smoke,
like swamp miasma. All was dull and
desolate slag with nowhere the familiar
serpentine  forms of the old lava
streams. In terrible contrast with the-
voleanic evidence were strong cypresses
and blooming camellias in a neighbor-
ing cemetery. 3

‘““We ate a hasty luncheon before sun-
rise and then the great beauty of the
scene was revealed. The column now
seemed higher and more massive, rising
to three times the height of Vesuvius.
Each portion had a concentriec miotion
and each a new aspect. The south
edges floating towards the sea showed
exquisite curved surfaces, due to the
upper moving current. It was lke the
decoration of the side of a Greek sap-
cophagus. As a yeHow dust hangs
over Naples and hides the voleano, I
count myself fortunate to have seen
all day from leeward this spectacle of
changing undiminishing beauty..: My
companions left for Naples after driv-
ing to Pompeii.

“1 had not thought of further experi-
ences except to compare the ancient
destruction with the present. After
three hours’ sleep I went to the ex-
cavations, expecting to return to
Naples by the afternoon train, but
there I met E. A. Bowen of New York,
who gave me an alarming account
of his experience on the train comxpg
through on Monday, in the darkness of
Torre Del Greco, when the passengers
in the crowded cars were besleged by
screaming, excited refugees amid a
rain of cinders, that I concluded to re-
turn to the north, first visiting the
eastern wedge of destruction, which
: was central at San Giuseppe, With
Mr. Bowen I left Pompeii in a car, ex-
pecting to strike the edge of the lava.
‘What was my surprise to find ho new
lava at San Giluseppe. Four towns
were here destroyed in different ways,
namely by rain, cinders and ashes.
These cinders and ashes could not be
skirted, for they lay everywhere in a
mass which had broken nearly every
roof within the area of thirty miles by
ten, From the lava, which was mov-
ing several feet a minute, we had no
difficulty in escaping.

‘“At Boscotrecase the . Carabiniery
drove the people before the fiery aval-
anche, but the flimsily built houses
were no protection against the blizzard
of cinders and ashes tasking the roofs
and strongly built walls all Saturday.
The wedge east of the village thus de-
stroyed exténds ten miles at least with
a width of twenty or thirty miles.

“This is a sad year for southern
Italy, the second terrible disaster with-
in a few months. = To judge fron! what
I learned from the peasants, there is
likely to be a substantial increase in
immigration to the United States by
reason of this calamity, of which the
end is not yet.”

"OTTAWA, . Ont.,, . April. 12.—Colonel
White, comptroller of the Northwest
Mounted Poljce, has left for the North-
west to complete arrangements for
the future relations of Alberta and
Saskatchewan with the police. It is
understood that the agreement has
practically been arrived at with the
Alberta authorities and that little dif-
ficulty is anticipated in coming to an
agreement with the Saskatchewan gov-
ernment. It is planned the mounted
police as a federal force will continue
-to look after the preservation of law
and order in the new provinces. They
will, to a certain extent, be under the
direction of the provineial Jjustice de-
partments, and the expense:. of the
maintenance will be shared by the pro-
vinelal and federal authorities. For
this year the provincial authorities will
pay the cost of jail maintenance and
transportation of prisoners. The
amount the provinces are to contribute
toward the maintenance of the force
is still to be fixed. There is strong
feeling in the new provinces that they
would. not like to be deprived of the
services of the mounted police wuntil
they are well enough organized to look
after themselves.

An agreement has been made with
the government of the United States
for a joint conference to consider the
question of fisheries in international
boundary waters. There have been &
number of differences over the fishery
regulations in the waters of Lake
Champlain, Lake Erie, Rainy Lake and
similar situated bodies of water. The
United States recently proposed to sub-
mit all of these questions to an inter-
national commission,
has agreed. It is understood the com-
mission will deal chiefly with the
dates for closed season and the man-
ner of taking fish. The commission
will be instructed to consider means to
prevent the depletion of the interna-
tional water fisheries.

The Canadian state department has
received “an expression of the grate-
ful appreciation of the government and
people’ of the United States for their
invaluable aid contributed by the gov-
ernment and people of Canada to the
success of the Louisiana Purchase Ex-
position.” It is contained in a joint
resolution of congress.

Hon. Mr. Scott, in reply, conveying
the thanks of Canada for the resolu-
tion, says: “The exposition._ afforded
Canadians an agreeable opportunity for
comparing the growth and progress in
the arts, manufactures and products
of the great republic and of this do-
minion.”
