Kitchener of Khartoum, arrived here
this morning from Chicago on his first
visit to New York’ He seemed bath
surprised and pleased by the warm re-
ception accorded him by the three to
four hundred persons waiting at the
station.

Hitch in Arrangements.

Until midnight on Thursday it had
arranged that Lord Kitcheney
should be the guest of William Butler
Duncan, president of the Pilgrims at
his home, 1 Fifth Avenue, during his
stay in this city, but owing to his
host having contracted a severe at
tack of pneumonia, arrangements were
made for him at the Plaza instead.

Geo. 1. Wilson, secretary of the Pil-

On arrival at the ‘hotel they were
shown to a small sombre looking
apartment on the sixth floor.

Asked about his impressions of the
United States from what he had seen
he sald his overland journey had
been so rapid that he had had little
time to make observations.

Francisco had been rebuilt since the
eéarthquake however, had Smpregnml
him as showing the go ahead qualities
of Americans.

“By Jove,” he continued with a
smile, “Americans are enterprising.
There was a reporter who ¢ame into
my apartment on the train miles away
from Chicago and asked me what I
thought of the American women. [
told him I had known so few that I
was not in & position to judge. :

Labor War In Germany In-
volves Between 150,000

The Building Trades.

—

Berlin, April 15.—A lockout in the
building trades of Germany began at
six o'clock this evening. Betwegn
150,000 and 200,000 workers already
are known to be affected, but full re-
ports have not yet arrlved at head-
quarters,

Although the employers of Berlin,
Hamburg and Bremen have not vet
participated in the movement and ne-
gotiations for a peaceful settlement
are continuing in Munich, the lock-
out is a most widespread one. Bitter
feeling divides the employers and em-
ployes. Most of the contractors are
determined to work for the defeat of
the trade unions, but it is estimated
that ten per cent. of the employers
have declined to join the lockout, be-
ing in sympathy with the men’s de-
mands.

The building material manufactur-
ers have joined forces with the em-
ployers in several cities in resolving
not to deliver materials to those em-
ployers not obeying the lockout man-
date.

Up to the present no disordershave
been reported.

The lockout was caused by the ac-
tion of delegates representing the So-
clalist Federation of Trades Unions,
comprising 300,000 brick layers, car-
penters, masons, and laborers, who

RIOTING AT HANKOW
GAUSED BY CAPITALITS

Shanghai, April 15.—The rioting of
natives at Changaba continues. Al
ready three missions all situated on
the main streets, near the rice shops,
have been destroyed and today fears
for the safety of the other missions
were entertained.

It is reporteq that the governor was
injured during the attack upon the
Yalman, but so far as known, there
has been no loss of life.

The provincial treasurer has asked
the government to supply rice to the
natives in the hope of quieting them.
The scareity of rice due to it having
been cornered, was the chief cause
of the outbreak which had long been
brewing. Recently the ill feeling had
been increased by an active anti-for-
elgn propaganda in which the lives
of foreigners were threatened. Anoth-
er grievance was found from the fact
that the British consulate building
was constructed by imported labor.

John Carter, Who Has Aroused
Sympathy Of American Edi-
tors, Tried Luck First In
Canada—Of Good Family.

London, April 15.—The young Eng-
lishman who passes as John Carter,
and while serving a ten year sentence
in the Minnesota penitentiary, has
managed to sell several poems (o
American magazin:s and so far im-
press the editors to interest them in
securing his release, according to his
lawyer, Cyril Thomas, is well con-
nected here. He is a member of a
good English family, Mr. Thomas
says, but refuses to divulge his real
name, while admitting thdt Carter is
merely assumed.

Wealthy Relatives.

The lawyer stated the young man
had been brought up by wealthy rel-
atives, that he had received an excel-
lent education and that he developed
marked gifts for music and literature
pursuits,

The wealthy relatives died when
Carter was a mere youth, leaving him
unprovided for but a well known
London banker also a relative, took
Carter into his office, which Mr.
Thomas says was the worst thing in
the world that could have been done
for him.

The humdrum office life was totally
at variance with the youhg man's
temperament and the result was that
Carter got into disgrace and was sent
to Canada to take up farming. From
Canada after a while he got into the
present troubles,

Cyril Thomas who is a member of
the city legal firm but is acting for
Carter personally out of friendship,
has been active in securing a pardon
for the young man. Mr, Thomas says
he possesses real merit as a writer
and that the gift has been developing
in prison,

Editor Speaks.
New York, N. Y, April 16, —Rabert
L itor.. of - the
4 peaking of John
Carter, said today:—

“After the young man had written
several letters to me I voluntarily
wrote a letter to the State Board of
Pardons, of Minnesota, asking for a
remission of his sentence. In none of
his communications was a trace of a
whine or a plea for me to intercede
for him. He has learned his lesson
and his release will place in the world
a better man. In his cell Carter pen-
ned a poem which attracted attention
under the title of “Ballad of Misery
and Iron,” verses of which read:

Haggard faces and trembling knees,
Eyes that shine with a weakling hate,
Lips that mutter their blasphemies,
Murderous hearts that darkly wait,
These were they who were men of late
Fit to hold the plough or a sword.
A prayer this wall will penetrate;
Have pity on these, my comrades,
Lord. \

Poets sing of life at the lees,

In other verses and delicate,

Of tears and manifold agonies
Little they know of what they prate,
Out of this silence passionate

relief of employes injured at work and
the families of men killed, The plan
will be put in operation May 1 for a
year's test and if successful the com-
pany hopes to continue it with such
modifications as experience may sug-
gest. The cest will be several millions
& year and employes do not contri-
bute.

For temporary disablement, single
men will receive 35 per cent, of their
wages and married men 50 per cent,
WBh an additional five per cent. for
each child under 16 and two per cent.
for each year of service above five
years. For permanent injuries, lump
pPayments are provided, based upon the
extent to which the injury interferes
with employment and the annual earn-
ing capacity of the victim, Where em-
ployes are killed, their families will
receive a sum equal to his wages for
4 year and a half, with an addition-

al ten per cent. for each child under |

16 and three per cent. for each year
of service above five years,

Attention is called to the fact that
for some years the subsidiary com
panies have been making payments to
men injured and the families of em-
ployes killed in practically all ca
without regard to legal lability,
gregating about $1,000,000
The new plan, however, is expected to
bring additional benefits.
