Boston, May 17.—Clarence V. T.
Richeson, the former clergyman who
is waiting execution for the murder
of Avis Linnell was in a condition
tonight described by his attendants
at the death chamber of the Charles
town State Prison as “Hysterical
Coma.”

Attorney William . A. Morse, the
condemned man's counsel arrived at
the state prison just after 9 o'clock
tonight and went to the death ho A
A few minutes later a call was sent
for Dr. Joseph R. McLaughlin, the
prison physician, to attend the mur
derer, who was moaning in his cell
and apparently in a state of collapse.

As Richeson has requested that a
clergyman be always with him until
the hour of his death, the Rev. Her-
bert W. Stebbins, the prison chaplain,
was with him during the early part
of the evening, and was relieved by
the Rev. Herbert S. Johnson, who has
been selected as spiritual adviser to
the condemned man. The two minis
ters will take turns in remaining in
the death house and will endeavor to
carry out the wishes of the prisoner.

Boston, May 17.—The news that he
must be electrocuted next week for
murdering Miss Avis Linnell of Hyan-
nis, was received calmly by Clarence
T. Richeson today. . He was in
formed that Governor Foss had de
clined to lay the petition for a com
mutation of sentence before the exe
cutive council, by bis attorney, Wil
liam A. Morse and his spiritual ad-
visor, Rev, Herbert S. Johnson, pas
tor of the Warren Avenue Baptis
{ church. Although Richeson expressed
disappointment that he would not be
permitted to live as he had yl-oqnusted.
he displayed no other emotion.

Attorney Morse in an interview to
day said that he could do nothing fur-
ther towards saving his client’'s life.
Warden DBriggs is not permitted by
the law to announce the time of an
execution, but it is generally believ-|
ed in legal circles that Richeson will}
not be electrocuted before midnight

Copenhagen, May 17.—The body of
the late King Frederick VIII., of Dens
mark, reached the Danish capital to-
day and is now lying before the aitar
of the old castle church at Christians~
borg. There it will remain until May
24th, when it will be taken on its final
journey to Roskilde, 18 miles from this
city and interred in the tomb contain-
ing the bodies of most of the former
Danish kings in the spired church
of that picturesque little town.

From Toldboden wharf in the inner
harbor of Copenhagen where the roy-
al yacht Dannebrog landed the body
of the dead sovereign at noon today
on its arrival from Travemende, the
coffin was borne by 12 officers to a
hearse which was in waiting. It was
conveyed through streets lined with
troops and filled with silent crowds,
to the church of Christiansborg cas-
tle. King Christian X. of Denmark, and
King Haakon of Norway, with other
male members of the royal family
walked behind. The queen mother; the
new queen and the other women of
the family followed in state carriages,

Despite the military escort and the
saluteg of the guns, the ceremonial
was marked with extreme simplicitys
Pheepectators appeared {0 be witness
ing the grief of a private famfly rathe
er than the obsequies of a monarch,
The royal yacht escorted by two Dans
ish warships, reached the entrance te
the harbor shortly before noon and
proceeded slowly toward the pier.
