What does not appear to be gener-
ally known in Nw Brunswick is that
the fine building erected by the Nova
Scotla government ten years ago in
Halffax s the home of a techunolog:-
cal college, as well as a technical
school., In it the government has in-
stalled the best equipment for engi-
neéring courses in the Marftime Pro-
vinces, and an arrangement has been
made whereby the provincial colleges,
like Dalhousie, Kings and Monnt Al
lison, Acadia and St. Francis Xavier
take engineering stwdents for two
vears, give them the theoretical con-
tents of an engjneering course, and
then send tiem for the last two years
to tlte Nova Scotia Techmical Col-
lege where the instruction is of a
highly practical character. These
course include mining, civil, mechani-
cal and electrical engineering, and
there is a scholarship for each coun-
ty in the province, The war upset
this department, professors and stu-
dents went to the front or into urgent
war work and the college activities
gradually ceased.
