Providence, R. I., Nov. 12—Tug Teaser,
Capt. Haley, which lost. her two barges,
Hudson and Robert Ingle Carter, off Mon-
tauk Point, in the gale last Friday, ar-
rived in this port this morning. For three
days the Teaser has been unsuccessfully
hunting over the wide waste of waters oft
the south shore for the missing barges.

Captain Haley said this morning that
in the worst sea he ever saw in all his
years of seagoing, the barges broke away
from his tug last Friday at 7 o’clock. The
hawser did not part, but pulled the bits
out of the head barge, the Robert Ingle
Carter. Captain Haley thiought that one
or both of them might have been carried
ashore on Block Island and accordingly
cruised around the north and west sides,
but found no wreckage.. He is of the
opinion that both have foundered. = He
eays that Captain Webster's wife was
not on board the Hudson. As yet Mrs.
Webster has made no inquiries at the
offices of R. B. Little & Co., owners of
the Hudson.

There is still a chance that both barges
survived the storm. The Hudson has the
poorest chance, as she is 33 years old, and
of course cannot be considered as staunch
as a newer vessel like the Carter. There
were three men on the Hudson, Captain
Webster, whose home is in Waketield,
and his halfsbrother, and probably four
men on the Robert Ingle Carter.

The latter barge, like the Hudson, is
a madeover schooner and has already had
quite a _career, for three years ago she
was wrecked at the  entrance of Portland
harbor and one or two of her crew were
lost. After she was floated, her masts
were taken out and she was converted
into a barge, but her name remained
the same.

Toronto, Nov. 14—(Special)—The ex-

PETROLEUM PRICE FALLING.

Result of Phenomenal Supply in West
Virginia.

—

New York, Nov. 14.—Consumers of crude
petroleum are in hopes that for the first
time in three years the price of that pro-
duct will shortly be §1 a barrel. The foun-
dation for these hopes rests on the phe-
nomenal ‘supplies of petroleum discovered
in West Virginia within the past few days,
one well on the Newton Turner farm start-
ing off with "a production of $8,000 worth
per day, and another at Sand Fork, produc-
ing 7,000 barrele every twenty-four hours.
So strong is the production of these two
wells that the price cf oil has been reduced
five cents a barrel, credit balances having
fallen from $1.10 to $1.05.

The owners of the Turner well are now
engaged in drilling half a dozen other wells
on the same farm, the output of which they
expect to.be as good as that of the Turner
well. Should their expectations be realized
there can be no doubt but that petroleum
will be bought at a price unheard of in
years.

Yokohama, Nov 2 (via Vancouver, Nov 14)

CAMPAIGN AGAINST KIPLING.

Poet of the Court After the Poet of the
Camp.

London, Nov. 14.—Poet Laureate Austin’s
disproval of Rudyard Kipling's verse is well
known, A singular letter in the Times,
printed in large type and signed “‘A.’ de-
clares ‘‘an outspoken utterance of what
,many of us have been thinking, that such
epithets as ‘Tommies,” ‘Absent-minded Beg-
gars’ and kindred vulgarities and abomin-
ations should be allowed to become obsolete.
Any one using them should be reproved for
want of propriety.’”

Austin recently hit at Kipling when he re-
ferred to Goldsmith's verse as ‘‘ an enduring
rebuke to the fawdry vulgarity of writings,
of some overloaded with color and ethers
disfigured with slang, that have earned in
these roccent days a resomant if fugitive
popularity.’

TYPHOON’S DREAD WORK. .,

Over Seventy Bodies of Victims of the
Recent Tornado at Hong Kong Already
Have Been Recovered.

————
Hong Kong, Nov. 14.—The bodies of 22
persons who were killed by the collapse of
houses on the shore in the typhoon which
struck Hong Kong last Friday night have
been recovered. More than 50 hbodies have
been taken from the harbor, and the re-
mains of many victims are still to be found.
The damage to property and crops is enorm-
ous.

Suits for Big D;mages.

Colorado Springs, Colo., Nov. 15—T'wo
additional suits for $100,000 each have
been filed in the distriat court here
against Sam Strong, the well-known
Cripple Creek mine owner by William
Lenox and others and the Strong Gold
Mining Company. The complaints allege
that Strong caused the explosion wihich
destroyed the buildings of the Strong
mines on May 24, 1894, thereby greatly
injuring the plaintifis.

Czar's lllness Said to Be From Poisoning:

Rome, Nov. 15.—A rumor is current in
Rome that the illness of the Czar is due to
poisoning, and it is asserted that cipher
telegrams have been raceived at the vatican
saying that an attempt was made to
poison both the emperor and the empress,
but that the latter was not affected.

King
Victor Emmanuel telegraphed for definite
information and got a quick reply that the
Czar was well as could be expected.
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LESSONS OF THE WAR

LetEer From a Man Who
Has Had ’

AFRICAN EXPERIENCE.

Traditional Methods Have Been
Destroyed Utterly--Bravery and
Not Recklessness Will Character-
ize Future Fighting.

To the Editor of The Telegraph:

There can be little doubt that the war in
South Africa-now drawing to a close, has
marked the birth on innumerable radical
changes in modern warfare. Distinctive uni-
forms for officers, and glaringly brilliant uni-
torms for men on active service, are already
things of the past. We have awakened to
the unutterable folly of exposing so vital
a factor as an officer to absolutely unneces-
sary and useless risks. {

‘Murat, ringletted and adorned in a uni-

form which historians tell us was the very
coquetry of military costume, could no
longer ride unscathed at the head of his
charging Frenchmen. Modern weapons have
rendered the old style of warfare not only
obsolete, but impossible, .
One important feature is that such Napo-
leonic methods as the taking of a position
regardless of the cost, no longer meets
with anything but disapproval,f or the life of
each humble private has now ascended into
importance,

I need only touch superficially on the
great revolution which has taken place in
military methods generally., The press
throughout the world has made that appar-
ent-to all. 1 may say however, without fear
of contradiction, that a parallel would be
difficult to find in the annals of war.
Unfortunately, thowever, sweeping im-
provements are so frequently . heralded by
disasters, that we may therein almost recog-
nise the working of a law. We have seen
this in the navy, in mercantile marine, in
railways, theatres, ete.

’_I‘he most vital result of this epoch is, I
think, the triumphing of plain, practical
common sense over our absolutely quixo-
tic ideas of valor, and the dignity of war—a
type, and a noble one, though mistaken, of
British conservatism. In this element we
will find the true source cf our disasters.
lgnorance of Boer methods can certainly
be no plea, for we had sufficient demonstra-
tion of these so far back as 1881. But it is
scarcely fair to father the blame to the
general stupidity of our officers.

There has been - an absolute change in
our opinions of warfare. From one pole we
have-gone to the opposite extremity of the
other. The change is so remarkable, that
it might be profitable to consider it briefly
—more particularly in relation to its effect
on press criticism of our officers.

Since the commencement of the war,
many and unfavorable have been the cam:
ments throughout the civilized world on
the tactics and general methods of the Brit-
ish. Under these, the popularity of General
Buller particularly, has fluctuated ther-
mometer-like. Severe, and even bitter has
been the criticism of his daring, open style
of warfare—his frontal attacks, and his
storming of positions.

Let us consider the matter. Since the de-
plorable war of '81, up till this present war,
there can be no hesitatioft in affirming, that
the general opinion of British subjects on
Boer methods of warfare, was oné of scath-
ing and unutterable contempt. They were
characteriged in the most forcible epithets,
as despicable and cowardly. The Boers were
continually spoken of thus: ‘‘Why, they
dare not fight us openly; But hide like rats
among impregnable rocks on which they
rest their rifies when taking aim, etc.”
Such a style could never be dignified by the
glorious name of war. It was altogether
abhorrent to British ideas. ‘There was noth-
ing valorous, nothing noble, nothing digni-
fied about it. It was only ignoble, inglori-
ous, absolutely undigaified.

Because the Boer took advantage of every
available inch of cover, and absolutely avoid-
ed all unnecessary risks, he was a coward
who would not fight fair. British ideas of
tair play were outraged.

Of course, the Boer was perfectly aware
that to come out into the open was to court
speedy anihilation. He therefore, naturally
preferred the comparative security of his
nock or corner, recognizing therein his
only hopes of making any show.

Our valiant. gemeral, however, imbued"
with British ideas—the traditions of centur-
ies—''marched his men to the top of the hill.”
but, alas, he never marched. them down
again. They were stood there like so many
dolls in a shooting saloon, to meet the fate
inevitable. .
One old- Boer in speaking to me of Majuba
hill, said: ‘I could have wept as I shot the
poor lads down, one by one.”

How dearly we pay for our British®pride
our conservative, tenacious clinging to the
traditions of our fathers. One disaster is
insufficient to bring about a remedy. The
misltakes must ever be emphasised by sev-
eral.

Kinally, the reaction occurs, and hereih
lies the crux of my argument. Observe now
the striking contrast betwixt the ante
bellum, and the post bellum views of the
British public. They turned round and con-
demned their own officers for not employing
those methods of warfare which, since 1881,
they have so scathingly and incessantly
condemned as altogether cowardly on the
part of the Boer. Surely there was never
a greater reaction of opiniom.

Nor was the old opinion held merely
among civilians. I have served the Queen,
and can affirm that it was echoed also in
military circles. B

The ‘“Hole and Corner’” methods were
most unfavorably considered by brave men
like Byller. They instinctively hated them
as they hate any breach of rules in the
“manly art.”” They were undignified, and
seemed to cast an insidious slur on British
bravery—they were a style of warfare
never previously entertained by us, and most
‘eml-nently distatsteful to the heroes of so
many hard, hand to hand fights. ‘“Who's
afraid?”’ beat out the gallant hearts whose
only fear is to be thought cowardly. The
very records of the past—unfading, immor-
tal—threw as it were, an obligation on the
present. These records had to be maintain-
cd; and the soldiers of the Queen have
never, and will never shirk open and daring
contlict. How often in the past have they
cheertully undertaken the most apparently

been greater bravery in all ranks, than in
this war?

I am convinced that this noble conserva-
tism in our conception of valor, and of the
dignity of war, is accountable for most that
is blamed in our methods, particularly at the
commencement of the war. :

After repeated disasters, however, our
old views reluctantly disappear in favor of
the wiser, the cleverer and more scientific,
and the infinitely more humane style.

And we bave been: taught this by the
Boers. We now admit that owing to the ex-
igencies of modern warfare, we have been
compelled to adopt that which we previous-
ly condemned, as the only warfare now
practicable. :

I fancy, on the return of Lord _Roberts,
we will see the issue of a new khaki drill,

torlorn hopes—and could there possibly have |

book, while the old red one will be relegated
among the cobweb-bound antiquities of the
war office. The old things have passed
away. An officer will never again take ter-
rible and useless risks—cover will no longer
be disdained, and out of the ashes of the
phoenix of obsolete systems, will arise #
luxuriant growth of improvements which
will render us a very dangerous foe. Thus
the experience, (he education we have fe-
ceived in this war, may be the means of en
suring a lengthy and desirable peace in ou
midst.

In conclusion: While we cannot overloo’:
or cease to deplore the fact that so many
brave men have been needlessly .sacrificed,
pperhaps, when we lodk behind at. the spirit
which 1 am convinced impelled
the circumstances, our condemnations may
give place to a feeling of national pride ahd
admiration, at this modern example of the
mad unflinching bravery, which has built
up, and upheld our Empire, g ?

Remember, too: It is only durin 3=
ent war that this ‘llole and CO!EH::]'? fv:k
has assumed the dignity of warfare.

With regard to tho other points criticised
I may say that the only surprise possible to
any one who know the country, and the
terrible difficulties with which*an invading
force must necessarily contend, is that our
mistakes have not been more fatal and more
drequent.
