Rival in Wireless Telegraphy Ex-
presses Doubt of Trans-Atiante.

New York. Feb. 3—The Herald publish-
es the following special today:

Berlin, Feb. 3—Count Arco, well known
as a partner in the Siaby-Arco wireless
telegraph system, has given a highly in-
teresting interview to a correspondent of
the Berliner ‘lageblatt. He exprcaved
great: doubt as to the traus-Atlantic com-
munication being satiefactorily establ'shed,
owing to the -difliculties of keeping up a
continuous and perfectly distinct senies of
waves, as would be necessary. He stated,
in view of the number of stations along

Montreal Creditor Gives His-
tory of Alleged Trans-
actions.

A “'CLEAN BREAST” MADE.

Komiensky Better Able to Pay 50
Cents on the Dollar Before Get-
ting Bail Than 35 Cents After-
wards--Witness Says One Man
Said He Was Paid $1,000 to Go
Bail for Komiensky.

Montreal, Feb. 4.—(Special)—Some in-
teresting evidence was given today in the
Komiensky conspiracy case, by Jacob Coh-
en, who 1s a creditor of the St. John man
for about $400. It was brought out dur-
ing the enquiry into the charge of con-
spiracy against Weiner, Hart and Web-
ber, as well as Komiensky. .

Cohen testified that the latter had made
a ‘“clean breast’ concerning the transac-
tion in which Weiner and Hart had re-
ceived §725. This amount he had been
paid for the bail furnished, and it had
been realized on $900 worth of goods from
the bankrupt stock. Webber and Sid-
man, of St. John, were the purchasers and
the former gave the proceeds to the Mon-
real bondsmen.

Cohen also swore that Komiensky said
he would have been better able to pay
50 cents on the dollar before his transac-
tion for his bail than 35 cents afterwards,
and that he had written to Weiner ask-
ing to offer the creditors 50 cents on the
doliar, but Cohen said so far as he knew,
such an offer had not been made. :

Komiensky admitted, Cohen said, that
lic had done wrong and asked him to help
him settle with the other creditors in
turn. Cohen said the would endeavor to
have a settlement if Komienszky would re-
cover the money pa‘d to Weiner and
Hart, and put it into the estate wnere it
belonged.

Cohen also said he did not bring about
the charge against Weiner and Webber
and had not been asked to contribute for
their prosecution, but thought in the in-
terests of the business community, they
should be prosecuted. .

‘Another witness examined was Myer
Rosenthal, who swore Weiner stated he
was paid $1,000 to go bail for Komiensky.
The witness also swore that Weiner had
threatened to have his brother, the man-
azer of the Strathcona Rubber Company,
arrested for perjury and sued for $10,000
domages for causing Komiensky’s arrest,
if he did not agree to compromise on basis
of insolvent’s offer. The counspiracy en-
quiry, which is arousing a great deal of in-
terest in Hebrew business cireles,, will be
resumed tomorrow before Judge Desnoyers.

BOUNTY PROPOSED OB
UNCLE SAM'S EX-SLAVES,

Bill Introducad in U.S. Sena‘e Yes-
terday Provides Pensions and
Bounty After 50 Years Old.

Washington, Feb. 4—Senator Hanna in-
troduced a bill today granting pensions
and bounties to all ex-<laves who were]
freed by the proclamation of President
Lincoln during the war of the rebellion.
[t provides that persons over 50 years
and less than 60, whether male or female,
shall receive a cash bounty of $100 and
monthly pension of $8 per month; persons
between 60 and 70 years old, a bounty
of $300 and a pension of $12 per month,
and persons over 70 years old a bounty
of £500 and a pension of §15 per month.
The bill also provides for the payment
of the bounty and pension to relatives
who may be charged with the care of ex-
siaves.

THE ALASKA BOUNDARY.

United States.Senate in Executive Session
Ta:es Up the Treaty.

Washington, Feb. 3.—There was some
discussion today in the executive session
of “the senate with reference to making
public the treaty recently negotiated by
Secretary Hay and Sir Michael Herbert
for a settlement of the Alaskan boundaty
diznute.

Article 1 of the new treaty provides tha*
the boundary line tribunal shall be imme-
diately appointed and shall consist of six
impartial jurors, three to be' named by
the president of the United States and
three by his Britannic majesty. All ques-
tions must receive a majority vote of the
tribunal. Provision is made for the ap-
pointment of other jurists to fill vacancies
and four officers of the tribunal, including
scientifie experts and agents,

Article 2 provides that a written or
printed case of the two parties and other
documents, correspondence and evidence
shall be submitted to the two "parties
within two months of the exchange of the
ratifications of this treaty. Two months
afterward -the counter case may be eub-
mitted. but the tribunal may exltend the
time if it so desires. Provisions airo are
jade by the presentation of copies of
evidence and arguments.

Article 3 provides that the tribupal
shall consider in the settlement of the
questions eubmitted to its decicion, the
trealy between Great Britain and Russia
of 1825 and the treaty between the United
States and Russia of March 30, 1867.

It is provided that. the first meeting
of the boundary tribunal shall be in Lon-
don. . The decision is to be made as soon
as possibie after' the arguments are con-
cluded and within three wonths unless
the president or the British king by com-
mon accord extends the time. Provision
is also made as to how the decision shall
be prepared and handed to the ‘agents of
the respective governments.

As soon as a decision has been sent to
the contracting parties, each shall send
one or more scientific expert to lay down
the boundary line in accordance with the
decision. Shouid there be a failure of the
majority to agree on any of the poials
submitted the respective governments are
to be notified through the agents.

The exchange of ratifications as soon
as the same may be effective is provided
for. !

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CONVICT DECAPITATES
S FELON CoRVCT

Brutal Murder in Eastern Peniten-
tiary-- Quarrel Over Religion the
Cause of the Ghastly Deed,

Philadeiphia, Feb. 4.—For the third
{ime in the history of the Eastern peni-
tentiary that institution avas today the
scene of a most bratal murder. The vie-
tim twas James Pratt, a negro, aged 37
years, who was gerving a sentence of 20
years for burglary committed last August.
The crime was perpetrated by Cornelius
Bush, 21 vears old, also colored, sentenc-
ed to two years’ imprisonment for as-
sault and battery- The maurder resulted
from a religious quarrel. The men were
cell mates- In tbe cell with Bush was
found the decapitated body of Pratt wrap-
ped in Dblankets and sheets lying in a
corner. On a small table the head of the
murdered man was found tied in an old
shirt.

" Bush was placed under guard in another
coll and the coroner was summoned to
{he penitentiary.To him Bush told the de-
{ails of the crime. He said Pratt and
himself had quarreled all last night about
religious matters. Finally Pratt lay down
on his bunk and after be had fallen asleep
Jush erushed his skull with a stool. Then
with a knife which hoth had used at. meal
time. he severed his victim’s head.

After wrapping up the head and body
Dush retired and s'ept soundly until 7
o’clock this morning.

February 2, be-
tween No. 1 shaft and Goose Tongne
Toint, Cape D'Ot, Cumberiand county,
and are of the opinion-that the said Wes-
ley Millbury, while intoxicated, came o
hie death by injuries received by falling

Expressions of Opinion, How-
ever, Given by Judges In
Supreme Court Proceed-
ings, Brought by Attorney
General at Fredericton—

Change in Act Foreshad-
‘owed.

Fredericton, Feb. 3—(Special)—The su-
preme court today heard argument in the
Goodspeed cage and will deliver judgment
Jater. Tt was an interesting session. The
case was the King vs. Walter W. White,
(mayor of 8t. John), chairman of the gov-
crning board of the Boys’ Industrial
Home, re Frederick Goodspeed.

Attorney-General Pugsley stated the
grounds on which application bad been
made for a rule nisi for a mandamus to
compel the chairman to issue his warrant
to reccive XNrederick Goodspeed to the
home. The attorney-general quoted from
the dominion statutes, to show that a
judge had power to sentence juvenile of-
fenders to an industrial home instead of
a penilentiary, and aleo from the provin- 4

and the powers vested in the governing ?
board.

He also submitted the affidavits of
Sheriff Ritchie, John Willett, clerk of the
St. John circuit court, and also a copy of
a letter from the attorney-geperal to
Mayor White, directing him to issue his
warrant, The attorney-general claimed
that under the act establishing the home
the chairman had no discretion whatever.
Doctor Pugsley cited a number of cases 3
in fupport of his contention. and appeared
to have a majority of the members of the
bench in strong sympathy with him.

The chief justice thought it would he
sounding the death knell of the inatitution
to allow the chairman to say who were
and who were not to be admitted to. it.
Judge McLeod thought no judge would
send a prisoner to the institution if he
thought the committee had to be called
together on each occasion to ascertain
whether or not the prisoner was a proper
subject for admission.

Hon.;C. N. Skinner Replies,

. Hon. C. N. Skinner, in reply to the
attorney-general, read a lengthy aflidavit
from Mayor White, ectiting forth his ‘rea-
sons for refusing to sign the warrant, and
contending that his action was endorsed
by the members of the governing board.
The principal- resson given wae that
Goodspeed wae a hardened criminal, and
therefore should not be allowed to as=o-
ciate with the cass of boys detained at
the institution, because of the contam-
inating influence his presence would have
upon them.

Mr. Skinper took the ground that the
reformatory being a provincial imstitution
the act giving a judge power to sentence
an offender thereto, was ultra vires of
the dominion parliament. He also con-
tended that it was really the intention of
hoth local and dominion acts to place a
discretion in the chairman of the govern-
ing board. There was no evidence in the
records to show that Goodspeed was under
the age of 16.

Chief Justice Tuck eaid this was abso-
lately proven at the trial; otherwise he
would not have sentenced him. to the
institution.

C. N. Skinner contended that the re-
formatory was not for bardened crimiunals,
but for boys who committed such offences
as smashing windows in unoccupied build-
ings; and if a boy like Goodspeed  was
associated with boys of this kind, they
would all, come out bad together.

He held that the institution was not
under the authority of the erown, and
was not, therefore, the king’s prison. On
being reminded by one of the judges that
the reformatory received a government
grant, Mr. Skinner remarked that tife
support the Joeal government gave the
institution was looked upon in the nature
of a joke.

Given All the Assistance Asked

Doctor Pugslex informed Mr. Skinner at
this stage that the government had always
treated the reformatory very liberally, and
had given it all the assistance that had
been asked for. In addition it received
grants from every municipality in the
province that sent boys there.

Judge MecLeod thought that the boakd
did not have sufficient funds to make thev’
institution one from which a prisoner
could not escape.

Judge Gregory thought that the point
involved was whether or notthe chairman
of the governing board could revise the
sentence of the court, which was some-
thing the court itself did not have the
power to do.

2Mr. Skinner said the strongest objection
urged against receiving Goodspeed into
the institution was that he would be there
for the 39 months, with practically “UHI;
ing to do, and his evil influence would be
exercised over the other boys. s

Judee Gregovy was of the opinion {hLat
the boy should not have Leen sentenced
to the reformatory, but that was not e
