Dramatic Scene When the

Doctors Pronounced Their |

Distinguished Patient Dead
—Grief Paralyzes Rome—
The Arrangements Follow-
ing the Announcement of
Death—Caresr of Leo XIII.

Rome, July 20—Pope Leo XIII ig dead.
The last flicker of life expired at four
minutes past four o'clock this afternoon
and the pontiff now lies at rest.

The period of over two weeks that Pope
Teo passed in the shadow of death was
watched the world over. with sympathetic
admiration and ended only after a series
of {remendous efforts to conquer the weak-

«s of his aged frame by the marvellous

Il power of his mind. The pleuro pneu-

wonia with which his holiness had been

affering was scarcely so_ responsible for
\is death as that inevitable decay of tissue
vhich ensues upon nimety-three years of

often before human ills was bound to
break at last. Tonight the emaciated and
Jifeless frame which held so brave a spirit
lies on the bed in the vatican beside which
almost all the world has prayed.
Tomorrow the sacred college of cardinals
will agsemble for the impressive ceremony
of officially pronouncing Pope Leo dead.
After this sad -function has been per-
formed the body will be taken to the
emall throne room adjoining - the death
dhamber where it will be embalmed. The
funeral ceremonies will extend over mine
«ays, the remains being removed to the
cathedral of St. Peter’s, where they will
%ie in state. The ultimate resting place
of the dead Pontiff will be in the magni-
ficent bascilica of St. John the Lateran.
Pope Leo’s final moments were marked
by that same serenity and devotion dnd,
when he was conscious, that calm intelli-
gence which is associated with his tweaty-
five years pontificate. His was no e€asy
death. An hour before he died, turning
#o Dr. Lapponi and his devoted - valet,
Pio Centra, he murmured: “The pain I
eulfer is most terrible.”” Yet, his parting
wonds were not of the physical anguish
¢hat he suffered but were whispered bene-
dictions upon the cardinals and ‘his
nephews, who knelt at the bedside.

Dr. Lapponi Describes Death Scene.

Of this supreme moment, Dr. TLapponi
gives an impressive description. He said:

“Death occurred through exhaustion, al-
though in the last two hours Pope I1eo
made a supreme effort to gather together
all his energies. He suecceeded in recog-
Aizing those about him by the sound of
their voices ,as his sight was almost en-
tirely lost. Still he made a marvelous dis-
play of his energy and even this death
was really grand. It was resigned, calm
and serene. Very few examples can be
given of a man of such advanced age after
g0 exhaustive an illnes showing such su-
preme courage in dying. The pontiff’s Jast
breath was taken exactly at four minubes
past four. I approached a lighted candle
4o his mouth three times, according to
the traditional ceremonial and afterwards
d&clared the Pope to be no more. I then
went to inform [Cardinal Oreglai, the
dean of the sacred college, who immediate-
1y assumed full power and gave orders
that the vatican be cleared of all curious
persons having no right to be there. Con-
temporaneously the cardinal instructed
Mgr. Righi, master of ceremonies, to send
the Swis Guards from the Clementine
Hall to close all the entrances to the
watican and dismiss all persons from the
death chamber, the body being entrusted
#o the Franciscan penitentiaries.”

As the senior member of the sacred col-
Yege, Cardinal Oreglai, to whom the Pope
today solemnly confided the dnterests of
the church, has now become the exponent
of the cardinals until Pope Leo’s succes-
sor has been elected. This has brought
forth Cardinal Oreglia as the striking per-
sonality of the hour.

The cardinal is the ‘exact antithesis of
Pope ILeo, having none of the late pon-
iff's sympathy and benevolent character-
jstics. He comes from a noble Piedmontese
gtock and his nobility dis shown in his
haughty and austere bearing. He is not
popular among his colleagues ‘or the Ro-
mans and his brusque manner has earaed
thim the title of “The Piedmont bear.”
Te is tall and robust and his seventy-four
years are shown by the whiteness of his
hair. His face has the tawny hue of old
parchment and is deeply lined. Despite his
austerity, the cardinal’s learning and piety
are universally recognized. This is the
man who for the time being is practical-
dy Pope. It was he who issued the orders
to clear the vatican from intruders and
brought tranquility out of the confusion
immediately folowing Pope Ieo’s death.

The mnews of the Pope’s death spread
rapidly throughout Rome and caused a
most profound sensation. The whole city
§s in mouraing.

The final scene in the death chamber
waa profoundly impres-ive. The Pope’s
death having been expected since noon,
his deathbed was surrounded by practi-
cally all the members of the sacred col-
jege mow in Rome and the whole papal

ed in the papal library until they receiv-
ed word from the doctors which announc-
ed that his expiring breath was approadh-
ing. Then they moved silently within the
death chamber, some standing, wsome
kneeling, all awaiting the awful moment of
dissolution.

Profound silence reigned in the Pope’s
bedroom ,only broken by the doctors ris-
ing to render their expiring patient more
comfortable, or by the sobs of the ever
faithful valet, Pio Centra, or the mur-
mured prayers of Mgr. Pifferi, the papal
confessor, himself 84 yeamns of age, who
had to be assisted to the bedside. Softly

pontiff at one moment appearing to fol-
low them a3 though conscious of what
wag transpiring, but he could not speak.
Then the dying Pope murmured some-
thing to hjmself, in which those bending
over him heard the words ‘“Father,”

Finally the Pope was asked to bless his
nephews and all the others present. He
attempted to raise himself and the ex-
treme emaciation of his pemson was ren-
dered more pronounced by the surround-
ings.

It was a most solemn moment. The

head of the pontiff, with its white skull
eap, no whiter than the fringe of silver
hair, rising above ithe crimson coverlet,
his hands raised in the familiar gesture of
benediction, the kneeling asiemblage, be-
ing too earnestly absorbed in deep afflic-
tion, veneration and weeping to even make
a movement.

The doctors again examined the dying
holy father and this time found that he
was at the extreme limit of his powers
of respiration. His eyes began to become
dull and clouded and Teo XIII entered
into the real agony of death.

The last conscious act of the pontiff was
to turn his eyes towards the great cruci-
fix on the wall, after which he suffered
from a paroxysm of choking, during which
he passed away-

Then the silence of the awestricken as-

semblage was broken by the sonorous,

solemn voice of Cardinal Serafino Van-
nutelli, the grand penitentiary, intoning
the requiem aeternam (rest ebermal).

This was the signal for an outburst of
tears and the sound of weeping which
could mo longer be .repressed, all the
kneeling prelates and others kissing the
dead hand.

REDISTRIBUTION BILL READY TODAY;
SOME SLIGHT CHANGES IN CAPE BRETON,

Deckload Measure Up Again—Fisheries Act to Be Amended

to Allow of Explosives in Certain Places.

Ottawa; July 20-—-(Special)—There was
another meeting of the redistribution com-
mittee called tonight whem it was decid-
ed to divide Cape Breton and Victoria
into two constituencies. It was previously
arrangod to have them all in one electing
two 'members. .

There will be' North Sydney and South
Sydney. South Sydmey will comprise Syd-
ney, Glace Bay, the colleries and Louis-
burg, and North Sydney will comprise
North Sydney, Sydney Mincs and Bad-
dedk. South Sydney will have a popula-
tion of about 35,000 and North Sydney
25,000.

Mr. Borden put in a proposition to have
Toronto divided into three constituencies
east, west and centre. Two members to
be elected for the east, two for the west
and one for the centre.

The bill will be placed before the com-
mittee before being taken up in the house.
The bill will be ready’ tomorrow.

In the house today Hon. Mr. Prefontaine
said that Israel Nobles, lighthousekeeper
at Hatfield’s Point, Kings county, and
iCaptain Bishop, harbor master, Albert
county, have -been dismissed on recom-
mendation of the minister in the public
interest.

Tcn. Raymond Prefontaine’s bill to
amend the fisheries’ act was discussed in

In this mind I went today to Port Sun-
light, and spent a little time¢ with Mr.
W. H. Lever, at the Sunlight Soap Works.
Those who have met Mr.: Lever om any
of hin trips to Cadada know that he is
gomething more than fthe type of the
euccessful British organizer. But only
those who have the good fortume to visit
Port Sunlight can form anything like an
adequate idea of his superiority. The
works cover ninety acres. On the other
hundred and foriv acres of the estate he
has builded a garden citv, a beautiful ere-
ation. There are 540 houses, every ome
of which & an architectural gem. Lawms
planted with ehrubs line both sides of
every street. There is a free open-air
swimming bath. There are admirably cr-
dered diming pavilions, one for the me,
one for ihe girls. The streets are per-
manently paved. The cotftages, inside and
outeide, surpass the fondest dreams of the
city workmen. And they cost the tenants
three dhillings and five shillings a week.
To understand what it means, one might
imagine the operatives of a Hochelaga cot-
ton factory dwelling amid eurroundings
vastly more attractive than those of West-
mount, with no flats, with each his little
vegetable garden, and paying half the rent
they mow pay for a stuffy apartment on
a narrow street. When I talked with
Mr, Tever the village clergyman came in
to agk if the band was to accompany &
party of eix hundred village children to
Mr. Tever's home in the afternoon, and
this head of a half-dozen vast establish-
ments in all parte of the world, requested
the head of one of the departments to get
the matter arranged if it could be dome.

- It occurs two er
three times each y¢ar that tallow comes
into this market in such quantities that
Americans can pay their duty on it and
sticl lay it down in their works i
ably cheaper than the home article. Supe
pose a factory buys a thousand tons ef
tallow in this way. If it exports a thou-
gand tome of soap in the course af the
same year, whether made from that par-
ticular tallow or mot, & rebate of the duty
paid is allowed. ‘That is a little curiosity
in the working of tariffs. Your Canadiwx
makers, of course, know how to buy cheap
tallow in this dumping ground of the
world as well as other people.”

Not Afraid of Joe. .

Mr. Lever is a Liberal, and aative,in
politics. I asked him what he thought of
the probabilities. Liverpool, he answerel,
would doubtless be faithful to free trade,
but I must not put too much upon that,
as the great shipping centre could aot
