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say, despite the volume, or whatever, of the
hon. member for Calgary North, the fact is
that in substance the same amendment came
before the special committee. The hon. mem-
ber for Calgary North agreed with me that it
was a bad amendment. The hon. member for
Cardigan agreed with both of us that it was a
bad amendment and withdrew it. To have it
back here is just sheer silliness, Mr. Speaker.

Some hon. Members: Hear, hear.

Mr. Deputy Speaker: Is the house ready for
the question? Is it the pleasure of the house
to adopt the said motion?

All those in favour of the amendment will
please say yea.

Some hon. Members: Yea.
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Mr. Deputy Speaker: All those opposed will
please say nay.

Some hon. Members: Nay.

Mr. Deputy Speaker: In my view the nays
have it.

And more than five members having risen:

Mr. Deputy Speaker: Pursuant to Section

11 of Standing Order 75, the recorded divi-
sion on the proposed motion stands deferred.

It being six o’clock this house stands
adjourned until tomorrow at 2 p.m.

At six o’clock the house adjourned, without
question put, pursuant to standing order.
