Rev. Mr. Worrell's Reply.

To the Editor of the [)rri/y Newrs. *

Sir,—In your issue of the 15th iost.,
were two letters relative to an expression
(an unadvised one, I confees.) made use of
by me in the debate on the Patronage ques-
tion at the late Synod, I must ask per-
wission to reply to these, or rather to onme
of them, for with rezard to the other signed
“youtbful member of the Church of Eog-
land,” I bave only to request him to change
the objectionable phrase to the Seriptural
one, “the lowest of the pecple,” and to ad-
vite him to keep out of print (as becomes a
“youthful” person), and years may teach
him not to impute 1ill motites to one who for
seventeen years has studied to be quite and
mind his business in the sacred Ministry.

With regard to the letter sizned a
“Churchman,” it iovites a reply. My
argument was, that there is great difficulty
in obtaining candidates for the sacred Min-
istry, and that the difficulty will be inereased
if the eongregational system be adopted, for
none of the higher classes would go to the
expense of educating their sons to devote
them, scarcely to God's service bus rather to
a life of misery.

A “Churchinan” replics by saying “that
Cbrist chose from the bumble classes for
His Ministry.”” Troe: it is a part of the
miraculous scheme of the Gospel, equally
with the fuct that they were illiterate men,
This forms one of the strongest areuments
in proof of the truth of the Gospel, and
that it won its way in the world by the Di-
vine strength ; but it i3 no arzument that
now-a-days the Ministry should be exclusive
ly taken frow the lowest clusses any more
than that they should be illiterate persons.

“But our Lord was a poor man, says
“Churchman.” True; whilst on earth he
was ; but is there not something semewhere
said, deciaring that this was not his origi-
nal state, but that “though he was rich yet
for our sakes he became poor ?"’ And which
seems to follow our Saviour the closer, he
who bumbles bimself in the world’s eye, or
he who elevates himself by cntering the
sacred Ministry ? Is it any detriment to
religion that the son of Wilberforce and the
brother of “the Iron Duke’ minister ronnd
our Queen ? Is the Ministry of our higher
classes likely to be the Jeast effective? Or
is it no evidence of s being undertaken by
worthy motives ? I see no reason to change
my conviction that it is a great evil for any
Church or nation wheu its priesthood is
taken exclusively from the Jowest class.

“Churchman’’ adas that ‘‘the poorest of
charity’s children have attained the hizhest
bounors in law and medicine.” And who
objeots ? Not I, certainly : nor that they
should sit on the Episcopal throne, if merit
advance them to it, But I confess that I
should be sorry to see the iniucements to
enter the profesions of law and medicine
such as to confine them to the lower classes.
And there are others besides me who think
the legal and Medical professions are not
greatly benefitted by the facilities at present
offered for entering them,

FK,'.Ittﬂ:veill b‘; remelynbered that, in QOctober
last, Hon. Mr. MeDougall, Chief Commis
sioner of Public Lands, aud Snperintendent
of Indian Affairs, pcrsonally visited tho
Gr.at Manitoutin Island, and conciuded a
treaty with the Indians,'ln whlch‘ they sur-
rendered their claim to it8 exolusive posees
sion—a olaim founded om the alleged gift of
the Island to the Indians by t'ie great Man-
itou, and also on thc somewhat more tan-
gible title supposed to be derived from an
arrangement made in 1836 by Sir Franeis
Bond Head, then Governor of Upper Cana-
da Sir Fraocis had 'a scheme for deporting
all the In_di-ns from the,__mlinland to the
Manitoulin Island and w'th that view ar-
ranged that the iland should be reserved
for the exclusive possession of the Indians.
The scheme, however, failed—the intend-
ed deportation of the Indians fromn the main
land never took place to any considerable
extent ; and at the present moment the
whole Indian population of the Great Man-
itoulin does vot exceed from 1,200 to 1,400
souls. The Island comprises about a mil-
lion of acres, a large ~portion of which is
eood land, suitable for settlement. It is of
course, exceedingly undesirable that so
much valuable territory, of so easy access
from the settled parts of Upper (‘avada.
should be lcft in a state of nature, and its
settlement is of the most importance as be-
ing an almost necessary prelininary to the
settlement of the North shore of Lake Hu-
ron. The Canadian (Government had never
recognized any cxclusive ownership of the
sland as vested in the Indiantibut had al-
ways held that it belonged to the Crown,
like all the other public lands of Canada ;
and some two years azo they arrived at the
conclusion that arrangements should be
made with its few Indian inhabitants,
which would permit its be ng thrown open
for settlement. The negotiations entered into
with thisview, in tle first instance when
Messrs. Lindsay and Bartlett were scot up
as commissioners, resulted in failure. Mr.
McDougall was more sucoessful ; but from
one portion of the Indians he encountered
a good deal of opposition. These were the
Waquimakong band, Roman Catholic In-
diavs, occupying the peninsula at the cas-
tern extiemity of the Island. The Protes-
tant and Pagan Indians, scattered over
the rest of the Island, readily fell in
with his proposals, and agreed to accept the

[ reservation of certain specified guarantees

cf land for each family, in lieu of their right
to roam over the whole territory. The Wa
quimakonzs, a large proportion of whom are
Indians from the United States, influenced,
it is said, by their priests, who are foreigzn
Jesuits, conducted themselves ia a very
violent manver during Mr, McDoungall's
visit, and refused to accept the propositions
he offercd. Not wishing to adopt extremao
measurcs, Mr. McDougall, when he saw
how matters stood, so framed the treaty as
to leave the eastern part of the island in
undisturbed possession of the Waquima-
kongs, makiog it optional for them to ac-
cept arrangements entered into by the oth-
er Indians at any futare period, whenever
they feel so disposed.

Since the conclusion of the treaty, the
Waquimakengs, according to the accounts
we have received, have been conducting
themselves in so violent and lawless a man-
ner that it has not been deemed expedicnt
to procced with the survey of the township
intended to be thrown opea for settlement.
Mr. Gibbard has rcported to the Govern
ment that, until this lawless spirit is repres-
sed, it would be unsafe for any white man
to remain on the itland, the whole of which
is still claimed by the Waquimakongs. It
is distinctly alleged that for the existence
of this unhappy state ef things the Jesuit
priests are wainly responsible, and formal
depositions have been sworn to, charging
them, and especially Father Kohler, with
exciting the Indians to the perpetration of
outrages by their inflammatory and seditions
languaze. In an interview with Mr. Gib-
bard, oo the 31st October last at Waquim-
akong village, in the presence of Indians,
one of whom at least understood English
well, Father Kohler, we quote from Mr.
Gibbard’s deposition denounced the Com
missioper of Crown Lands the Indian
Agent, and to her government officers, as
highway robbers; declared that Russia had
never perpetratecd a more villainous or in-
famoua cruelty than thst committed by the
Commissioner of Crown Lands in robbing
the Indians of their lands ; said that if the
Todians had taken his advice, instead of
signing the freaty, they would have armed
and called the Sioux Indians to their aid;
that he would himselt have led them on, to
drive every white man off the Indian lands,
avd made for the British Government a
more cost:y and bloody war than the Indi-
an wautiny, and that as their priest he was
ready to arm himself and die for them.

It was not long before outrages were
perpetrated by the Indians, which were the
natural result of the inflammatory language
uced by one possessing such influence over
them, as did this priest. Very soon after
the date of Mr. Gibbard's interview with
Fatber Kohler, Chief Taikoma and Kee-
chee Baptiste, two of the largest farmers on
the island and among its oldest and most
respectable inhabitants, having ¢ xpressed
themselves favorably to the treaty, were
forcibly taken out of their houses, and re-
moved with part of their household
to Manitowaning, and warned under penalty
of death not to return, which they have not
ventured to do till this day.

Charles De La Ronde, 8 Canadian by
birth, who served as & captain in the Bth
Simcoe Regiment of Militia in 1837-8 had
resided in the Waquimakopg distriet since
1855. In December last, he was residing
with the family of Jengn Blpmte Proulx,
consistiag of himself, his wife, and ohild 3
years of age. On the 17th December, after
sunset, several Indians came to the hounse
and stated that they had instructions from
the head chief of Waquin to tara
them of. De La Ronde in informed them
that Mrs. Proulx and the obild were ill, and
asked to be allowed to remain till morm
The [ndians would not M to him
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house of Philemon Proulx, father of J. B.
Proulx, who resided in Waquimakong vil-
lage. Next morning De La Ronde and J,
B. Proulx were called into the Council room
where the Chiefs and leading Indians were
assembled, - One of them, named kao, the
individual referred to in Mr. lebar(_i's
deposition, as present at the interview with
Father Kohler, and understandiug English,
acted as spokesman for the council, and in-
formed De La Ronde and Proulx that it had
heen resolved to move them from the island.
De La Ronde requested permission to go
and see the Government Agent at Mani-
towaning, seven miles distant. Joko re-
plied that it was of no use his going there,
for they did not carc about the government
agent or the Government ei ther—that they
had laws of their own, and whoever would
not obey these laws must be moved off the
island. On the same day De La Ronde
and J, B. Proulx were removed in a boat to
Shebawaning, arriving therc at 11 p. m.
[t was a bitter night, and Mr. Proulx suf-
fered much from the cold. Mr. De La
Ronde further states that those actively
encaged in the perpetration of this outrage
upon him were all foreign, that is, Ameri-
can Indians, with two exccptions. J. B.
Proulx, on the 26th of December, returned
to Waquimakong, to his father's house,
where his wifc was. The Indians held a
Council and he was crdered to leave. He

refused to go, and as he and his father had
a number of friends, the Indians were di-
vided as to what should be done with him.

Finally, he removed back into the bush with
his wife and child, and was allowed to re

main there, on the understanding that he
wonld move in spring. He did move in
spring, knowing that if he had oot goue he
would have been forcibly remove\f The
damages he sustained he estimates at $300
Philemon Proulx, the father, a native of
Montreal, is married to a Chippewa woman
hus seven childrer, and had resided at
Waquimakong for 26 years. He was a
sergeant in the Canadian Militia during the
rebellion. His brother Rev. Mr. Proulx,
had been priest at Waquimakong for 11
years, and during his time, according to
Philamen’s statement, all was peace and
harmony in the settlement. After the In-
dians returned from their meeting Mr. Mo
Dougall, on the occasion that the treaty was
concluded, councils were held, and Phile-
mon—for the sole reason apparently that he
was a white man—was ordecred to leave
Waquimakong, where he had a good log
house and about 20 acres of land cleared.
He raid he was willinz to leave if he was
paid for his improvements. Joko, who on
this occasion also was spokesman for the In-
dians, said the land was theirs, the wood
with which be had built his house was
theirs, also, and he was well enough paid
for his labor by having been allowed to live
there so long. Philemon, like his son, was
compelled to leave in springz. He values
the improvements of which he has been de-
prived at $600, and thinks it hard that ke
should be so treated by foreigners long af-
ter himself, acting, as he says, in his depos-
ition, ‘“‘ander the dictation of the Jesuit
“priests ot Waquimakong, who openly say
‘‘they are independent of the Government
*‘and can make their own laws on their own
lands.”

On the 26th Jure last, Mr. Gibbard vis
ited Lonely Island. situated aboat 30 miles
south-east of Waquimakong, in the Geor-
gian Bay, where he found De La Ronde,
and Philemon and J. B. Proulx, with their
families, engaged in the fisheries. There
was also on the Island G. L. Newcombe, a
trader from the Owen Sound, and Fishing
Chief Waseegeeseeck, a native of Waqui-
makong, with his sons. De La Ronde has
fished during the season on Lonely Island
for the last nine years, and Philemon
Proulx for the last twenty-eight years.
They a fear that they would be
removed by the lndians, as they had been
removed from Manuitoulin last winter, aed
claimed the protection of the Governmsnt.
Mr. Gibbard accordingly gave them a
license, for the sesson, of the south half of
Lonely Island, with the understanding that
any peaceabie and well disposed indians who
did not interfere with their net grounds,
buildings, &c., should be allowed to fish.
He also offered to Wascegeeseeck and his
sons a license of the north part of the island
on the same terms. Waseegzeeseeck inform-
ed him that he dare not take one, or hold
any communication on business matters,
with any officer of the Government, and
having becn strictly forbidden under the
penalty of banishment by the law-makers
of Waquimakong. Mr. Gibbard reports
that this Waseegeeseeck and his sons are the
only Indians of Waquimakong who really
make a business of fishing, and that they
possess more nets and fishing rig, than all
the other Indians put together. That there
might, however, be no reasonable ground of
complaint, Mr. Gibbard, in waking arrangze-
ments for leasing the fisheries, reserved for
for the Manitoulia Indians all the fisheries
round three sides of the Island, north,
south and east, and also those round a large
number of other islands in the Greorgian
Bay.

The retirement of Barl

Wreck and Dreadful Suffering
of a Ship’s Crew.

The transport vessel Favourite Lass ar-
rived at the Royal Arsenal with a cargo of
returned war stores from St.” John's, New-
foundland, and having on board asa passn-
ger, Capt. Thomas Croft, the commander
of the sailing vcssel Thomas, which left
Woolwich on the 3rd of April last, laden
with guns, shot, shell, &c., for Quebec.
This vessel, with its valuable cargo of Gov-
ernment stores, was completely |1 st off the
coast of Newfoundland, and the following
extracts from the log-book show the dread-
ful sufferings of the crew, many of whom
lost their lives in consequence of the priva-
tions they endured :—B?‘lhy 10.—TIce, thick
and strong; took in top-gallant sails and
courses ; turned the ship's head W. 8. W
to get clear of the ice; the pumps were at-
tended to: At 2.30 p. m., a tremendous
large piece of blue ice, which could not be
cleared, struck the ship on her port bow
with such force that the bow was stove in.
All bands were called to work the pumps.
May 13. The pumps have been constantly
at work, but the ship is now filling fast, and
the time has arrived to clear away the boats
to save our lives. On sounding the pumps
seven feet of water was found in the hold.
The pumps were manned until €30 p. m.,
and the boats were then put out as the
water increasced 1n the hold, and every piece
of ice that struck the ship made her candi-
tion worse. At 9 p. m. all bands got in-
to the boats, and we found the latitude 49
50 W. We pulled round the ship until she
went down at 2 a. m. in a squall of sleet.
At 4 a. m. we turned our boat's heads to
W. N. W, to endeavor to make the land,
which we did on the 20th, at 11 p. m., all
of us being helpless and miserable after being
eight days and two hours drifting amongst
ice in the open sea, four days being very
severe weather ; almost famished, the water
being out and the biseait being wet with
the sea-water. We entered Bird's Island
Cove, when the mate managed to climb up
a rock apd-galled out to the inhabitants of
a house for assistance, which was immediate-
ly rendered. The men were got out of the
boats and attended to in a most humane
manner, but it was evident that some were
too far cone ; and on the 24th William
Moore, and on the 30th Charles Stevens,
died. On ths 3rd of June four of the crew
wore takea to Bonavisto, and the surgeons
amputated some of their feet; after which
Joha Dixon died on the 6th, and Wiliiam
Brown on the 7th. The captain, mate and
threc hands left Benavista on the 8th for
St. John's, where we arrived on the 10th,
leaving two men at Bounavista, one dying
and the other very ill.
