The statement is' made that almost
every business house on Columbia avenue
has suffered to a greater or less extent
through bad debts contracted by saloon
men who have opened places in Ross-
land during past years and gone out of
business with their financial affairs in-
volved. It is claimed that a subsfan-
tial reduction in licenses will mater-
ially reduce the percentage’ of losses
by business men from this cause, and the
argnment is logically supported. “When
‘the number of liquor licenses is reduced
to the point where the licensees hdve
sufficient business to make a profit on
their operations, the license becomes an
asset. . This has not been- the case in
the past, for & license being obtainable
by any one who made application and
put up the necessary sum of money, any
saloon man who dropped out of business
knew that he could come in again at
any time without formalities. TUnder
the proposed amendment any saloon li-
cense lapsing would be wiped ont, and
in the course of time- the survival-of-
the-fittest rule will have sifted out the
shaky houses and left the reliable insti-
tutions. Liquor licenses would then be-
come yvaluable and in themselves wonld
have a cash value which would make
their holders more careful of their busi-
ness reputation and standing.

This ‘condition of affairs exists im On-
tario and other provinces where the tee-
tcial element is strong, and as a result
licenses in thriving towns and cities there
are often sold for thousands of dollars
without any other collateral attached.
