■AlfAflNO A HUSBAND.

A Main i’b Hints to Prospective Bride 
sad Tonng Wives.
INew Orleans States-1

One of the greatest mysteries of life to 
me, and one that still remains so after 
much thought and study on the subject, 
is just how some women do manage a 
husband so charmingly, while others 
make such doleful failures. I was a 
visitor on one occasion in a certairi'house- 
hold, which I will not name here, where 
the man of the house was not an object 
of the least solicitude on the part of any 
member of the family; in fact, he was 
simply tolerated as a sort of draught 
florae to keep the family machinery 
moving. The impression seemed to per­
vade the minds of wife and children 
that he stayed down town all day 
“having a good time,” telling stories and 
having innumerable “nips” with that 
mysterious “other man,” and that the 
hard, dull routine of business was the last 
thing he ever troubled himself about I 
used to feel really sorry for him when he 
would come home at night with such 
careworn and troubled look on his face, 
for I knew only too well what an exacting 
wife he had, who literally kept his nose 
to the grindstone. When she would eye 
him suspiciously, and in a harsh, fretful 
voice ask him “why he did not come 
home sooner,” and then would commence 
such a series of questioning, and such a 
regular siege of systematic nagging that 
if 1 had been a man and in his place it 
would have driven me out of the house. 
Not a bit of it This wife knew her 
man, and Lhe man was used to this sort 
of “home rule,” the one object of his life 
being to keep peace in the family. In 
stead of reading the riot act to his 
domestic tyrant, and asserting his author» 
ity as I have seen other men do under 
similar circumstances, he was one of the 
most amiable of husbands and complied 
with every demand of his wife with the 
most loving submission. What is strong 
meat to one would be poison to another, 
and I would not advise you to try this 
walk-over system until other means have

Some men love to be petted and 
praised, and if they don’t get it at ho.ne 
they are pretty apt to seek it elsewhere. 
All the erving and scolding you can do 
will not “keep them in at night.'* They 
are jolly and jovial in disposition, ami 
love good company and congenial com­
panionship, and the world is full of just 
such “jolly fellows" ; and if the counter 
attractions of home and fireside are not

oumfle, the lesser attractions will go to 
the wall. These are the sort of men who 
have been used to the gentle, tender 
ways of loving mothers—who used to 
look at them with fond, appreciative 
eyes, which even film of death can never 
blot from their memory, who had always 
kind words of welcome, to whom they 
could always take their boyish cares, 
disappointments and aspirations, feeling 
assured of that sympathy which was ever 
alive and responsive, kindling a flame of 
love that brightened every shadow of 
their boyhood days.

There are any number of men, especi­
ally among the soft hearted of their 
who dearly love to be managed. They 
glory in hearing the persuading voice m 
their ear and to feel loving arms around 
their necks. A petition supplemented 
by glowing tenderness» although the 
object of the caresses may be well 
understood, will be granted before it 
assumes shape in words. They take a 
pride in their quietness, enjoying the 
situation immensely, from the very con­
sciousness of their supremacy. Being 
masters of the situation, they observe 
with inward amusement the little arti­
fices and wire pulling of the fair diplo­
mats and pardon them for the mere 
pleasure it gives them of yielding. They 
never lose sight of the fact however, that 
if necessity required it “they could kick 
over the traces and smash the whole 
equipage into a thousand splinters." 
Woe be unto the woman who loses sight 
of this fact herself by this seeming go-as- 
you-please pace to be betrayed into 
drawing the reins too tightly and render­
ing these Samsons restive, and force 
them to the conclusion that they lmve 
been too indulgent and that it was 
about time “to put a stop to all this sort 
of thing.”

When to draw a line requires the most 
discriminating judgment on the part of a 
wife on all matters pertaining to domestic 
bliss. Men are perverse animals at best, 
and are dreadfully jealous of their pre 
rogatives as lords of creation, and being 
the head of at least their family, when 
they know their power is recognized and 
properly acknowledged in the household, 
they seldom feel there is any occasion to 
rise up in their strength and assert their 
authority.

There are many stupid husbands who 
do not know that they are being man­
aged, and many clever women who make 
their husbands believe they are the most 
submissive of wives, gaining control of 
them without once alarming or wounding 
their self-respect or vanity, making them 
think the way they are being led is just 
the way they had planned but I believe, 
after all, the best advice I can give you, 
my fair bride, is the same as a wise 
woman once said to her only married 
daughter^ “Give your husband his own 
way for twelve months and you will have 
yours for the rest of your life.”

The Secret of Good Discipline.

The secret of good discipline lies in 
adaptation of forces to the nature of the 
child. Consideration of peculiarities 
must be made even in very young 
children. Seldom two children can be 
governed in the same way; and it is a 
duty of parents to study their individu­
alities, otherwise there is no discipline, 
but the care given aggravates evil 
tendencies in them. There can be no 
doubt that much of the naughtiness in 
children is unintentionally taught, or 
developed in them. When grown people 
are so far from perfect, it seems unfair 
that every apparent fault of the child 
should be made so much of; and many 
times what seems wrong in a child is only 
a natural act under exciting conditions, 
and if we take time to examine 
the matter we ahull be more just. 
Injustice and weakness in parents make 
sad havoc with children's characters. 
There is a strong latent force in children 
which we must strive to control; we 
cannot change its nature, but by strength 
and patience, and thoughtfulness we may 
guide it.

Over-discipline is as harmful as the 
lack of discipline. It may be worse, for 
if a child is let alone, there is » chance 
for a natural development of good; but if 
a child is continually prodded with rules 
and directions, it may grow rebellious, its 
obstinacy is aroused, and its finer feelings 
are blunted. Many a time by forbidding 
we create a desire; as we invite falsehood 
by prohibiting something that the child 
will do thoughtlessly, and can only 
refrain from doing by constant self-oon 
trol; and often the thing forbidden is of 
little consequence compared with- the 
train of evils its prohibition introduces. 
When the child has disobeyed it is pun­
ished, the next time it disobeys it 
naturally tells a falsehood to avoid 
punishment. Children are morally and 
physically cowards, and the greatest care 
is necessary to prevent this weakness 
from becoming a large element in .their 
character.

A thoughtless, wrong act is not so bad 
as willful disobedience. We may give a 
child many opportunities to do wrong ftt 
lhe thoughtless way. It does not follow 
that because a mother slips over many of 
the small misdemeanors in a child's life 
that she is without law or order. The 
strength of her influence is needed for 
the more important occasions. Let a 
child revolve in its own orbit; when it is 
out of order, replace it with as little die-

duty of parents to see that the conditions 
surrounding it are conducive to a 
healthy and pure growth, and that the 
faulty traits it has undoubtedly inherited 
be eradicated by every means possible.—
