THE WRECK OF THE LILY.

Terrible Death of Seven of Her Crew,

Harirsx, September 25, —H.M.S. Emerald
arrived to.day wih the orow of H.M.S. Lily,
wrecked on the const of Labrador, The Liiy
weny ashore at 5 p.m. c¢n the I16:h inat, at
Poiat Armour, Forteac Bay, Librador. She
was bound into Fortsan Bay far her mails at
she time, A very thick fog prevalled, and
suddenly, without the leaet warniog, the ship
atrack the recks with coaslderable force. Three
of the boats ware lowered aud started for the
siwre, but owing to the hesvy eurt they cap-
8iz:d when clese in, throwing the occupants
tnte the water. All managed io ewim ashore
out two, who were drowned, Ono of the
sailors swam achore with a line, and by this
means & haweer was got to land., B:tween
the ship and the beach,a ledge of sharp rocks
iotervened, with very decp water between
the rocks and the shore, and over this ledge,
which tarned ont te be a perfect death-trap,
the bawser paessd. Four of the crew at-
teaapted to climb ashore by muans of the
rope, but before they could succeed the poor
fellows were lifted by heavy eeae which were
runping and dashed to death on the rocke be-
nesth, Fiuding it impossible to land eafely
by this meana & oradle was =rronged on the
huwaer and the firet man to bs sent from the
sbip In 1t war & West Indian named Ssaley,
who acted as & mueician oa board, He met
the same fate as the previous four, his dead
bady belng found {n tie cradle next day. The

D:pertment is recolving from its representn-
tives in Europe a great maay interesting ex.
tracte from Earopean journala expreesteg
alarm over the effcct npon European trade of
the coming oconference of American nations,
Some of them are almost hysterical In thelr
appeals to the South Amerlcan republics to
distruet our advantsges and cootinuve to
trade in Furops. Euarope s waking up te
the poseible result of the congress in earnest.

Le Temps, of Parls, has been publiehlng a
serica of articles expressing the graveet fears
as to the consequence of the congress, It
decleres that it is intended to form a zoll-
vereln among all tho Amerioan states which,
while fostering thelr commerce among them-
nelvos, wiil practically exclude that of Enrope.

Daring Train Robbery.

MoriLz, Ala,, Sept. 25.—The M.Q, south
bound passenger traln was hoarded by dee-
poradoes at Buookatana, Miss., seventeen
miles north of this clty, thle morning.

The mail car
wos then raided and a pouch filled with re-
gistered mall matter baken, This ponch was
made up nt Meriden and the value of 1ts oon-
tents aro unknown, The robbers then fired
severel shoteat the train men and disappear-
ed In the undergrowth, The train then pro-
oseded to Citronelle where a posse was made
up and etarted In search of the robbers,
