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said construction of such Graving Dock, upon certificates of the progress of the work;
guch advances not to exceed in the whole, Two hundred and fifty thousand dollars.
The said Resolution, being read a second time, was agreed to.

Ordered, That the Honorable Mr. Mackenzie have leave to bring in a Bill to
authorize the payment of a certain sum for the construction of a Graving Dockyard at
Esquimalt.

He accordingly presented the said Bill to the House, and the same was received and
read the first time ; and ordered to be read a second time To-morrow.

The Order of the Day being read, for the second reading of the Bill declaring the
Canada Southern Railway to be a work for the general advantage of Canada, within the
meaning of the ninety-second section of the British North America Act, 1867 ;

The Bill was accordingly read a second time ; and committed to a Committee of the
whole House, for To-morrow.

The Order of thé Day being read, for the second reading of the Bill to amend the
Act respeeting the Trinity House and Harbor Commissioners of Montreal ;

The Bill was accordingly read & second time ; and committed to a Committee of the
whole House.

Resolved, That this House do immediately resolve itself into the said Com mittee.

The House accordingly resolved into the said Committee, and after some time spent
therein, Mr. Speaker resumed the Chair ; and Mr. Archiibald reported, That the Commit-
tee had gone through the Bill, and made an amendment thereunto.

Ordered, That the amendment be now taken into consideration.

The amendment was then twice read and agreed to.

Ordered, That the Bill be read the third time To-morrow.

And the House having continued to sit till after Twelve of the Clock on Wednesday
morning ;
Wednesday, 13th May, 1674.
