lines as ;han be hereafter constructed by the said Company, and any extension of

he said main line of railway that shal. hereafter be constructed or acquired ,by the
Compady, shall constitute the line of railway hereinafter called Tai CANADIAN Paorino

16. The Company may construot, maintain and work a continuous telegraph lino
and telophone lines tbughout and along the whole line of the Canada Pacifie Railr
way, or any part there a snd may also construct or aeguire by purchase, lease. or
otherwise, any other line or lines of telegraph connecting with the line so to be
constracted along the line of said railway, and may undertake the transmissión of
messages for the publio by any such lino or lines of telegraph or telephone, and
-colleet toU for aodoing i or may lease such line or lines of teiegraph or telegbone,
or aâppertioñ sreofan if think proper to undertake the transmission of
messages for hfre, they shall be subjt to th. provisions of the fourteenth, fifteenth
and.lateenth sections of cha4r sLt-.even of te Consolidated Statutes of Canada.
And they may use any improvement that, may.hereafter be invented (subject to the
rights of patentees) for telegraphing or telephoning, and any'other means of com-
munication that may be deemed expedient by the Company at amy time hereafter.

17. "The Consolidated Railway Act, 1879," in so far as the provisions of the
same are applicable to the undertaking aathorized by this charter, and in so far s
they are not inconsistent with or contrary to the provisions hereof, and save and
exoept as hereinafter pruvided, is hereby incorporated herewith.

18. As respects tih said railway, tlhe seventh section of " The Consolidated Rail-
a .4ct 879 relating to Powers, and the eighth section thereof relating to Plaa,

d ey, sal be m.bjcto the following provisions
. The #hall have the right to take, use and hold the ,beach and' land

rkn ay stream, lake, navigable water, gulf or ses, in so far as
in the Crown and shall not be required. by the Crown, to
,,eqiiMd by the Company for its railway and other works,

and as sa b.ea map or plan thereof deposited in the office of the
Minister of Railways.- B th'e provisions of this sub-section shail not apply to any
beach or land lying eat of Lake NIpissing except with the approval of the Governor
m'Council.

b. It shall be sufficient that thema or plan and book of reforence for any portion,
of the lin, of the ràilway, not being wihin any district or county for whicfh there is
a Clerk of the Peace, be deposited in the offiloe of the Ministerofailways of Canada,
and any. omission, mis-statement or erroneous descriptiou of any lands therein may
be corrected by the Company, with the consent of the tinUter and certified by hin,.
and the Company may thon make the railway in acoordance with such oetideh
correction.
