I would ke greatly obliged if you would.
favour me with your views ae to the effect which last Session's
tariff reductions have had upon the fersiliser industry; this
information would not omly be valuahble to me now but would
likewiee be of great assistance when the ghanoes of political .
warfare place upon those now sitting on the left of the
Speaker the responsibility for drafting the fiscal poliocy of
this oountry.
