(These two resolutions cover all the Canadian membership; all Locals
were represented at one or the other meeting. In addition; however,
delegates to the National Conference of Steelworkers, Ottawa, September
13, 1942, passed the XEXXEWINEX a resolution identical with the

Bart of a resolution passed by delegates from the Sydney, Trenton,
Hamilton and Sault Stes Marie Locals, Ottawa, NETESGSEX November
4 and 5, 1939: :

Therefore be it resolved that we urge the Dominion ESVEFTOENE
Department of Labour to eall into conference with them represent-
atives of management and labour; the purpose of this conference being
to stabilize effiecient production, promote satisfactory labour re-
lations in the steel industry and enable common and competitive prob-
lems to be solved, , ! :

The item in the last "News" on "The Run-Around in Steel” is accurate,
except that there is some overtime in Sydney for over 48 hours in the
week (in departments working a regular six-day week), but none at all
at Algoma, The men wanted overtime for the seventh day for everybody
in both plants, .
