How-
ever, for the benefit of those not affil-
jated with the rank and fille of the
local labor element, it may be of some
interest to know that it is divided into
two parts the trades unions and the
Nationalists, or Soclalitsts.

In entering a trade union no ome is
called upon either to advocate or es-
pouse any species of creed, craft or
dogma.

Be-
sides fair and living wages the working-
man wants steady -employment and
shorter hours. He will never obtain any
of these by simply asking. But let him
ccmbine with his fellows and there is
1:0 power on earth that would be able
to resist his demands. The objects of
a labor union are to cherish, protect
and promulgate interests and rights as
working men, and to' shield just and
tonorable employes from the unfair com-
petition of greedy and unscrupulous riv-
als; to create an authority whose seal
shall constitute a certificate of charac-
ter, intelligence and skill; to build up
an organization where. all worthy mem-~
bers can participate in the discussion of
those practical problems upon the solu-
tion of which depend their welfare and
prosperity as workers; to foster fellow-
ship and brotherhood, to aid the desti-
tute and unfortunate and provide for
the decent burial of deceased members,
and to encourage the principle and prac-
tice of conciliation and arbitration in the
settlement of differences between labor
and capital. In short, the aims and ob-
jects of ithe tradesunion 2is to be thor-
oughly in keeping with present enconomic
conditions and modern institutions.

As a whole,
however, it is a truly marvelous coun-
try, teeming with untouched wealth,
wearing at all times the verdant splen-
dor of marvelous fertility, while indeed
many sections are veritable garden
spots, elysiums with which there are
none other to compare in the United
States. I found these localities of
which may be said that which cannot
be stated truthfully of any other sec-
tion in America.

It is true that certain
of the larger coast cities are not grow-
ing ®o rapidly as they did; that, in-
deed, there is no great 'activity in
them.

In the change of in-
drstries from private to public control
the Nationalists aim at no confiscation.

One of the
chief reforms insisted upon by the Nat-
ioralists is that children shall be given
an educatior until the age of 17 years
and this education shall be compulsory.

HISSED THE DELBGATES.

The delegation consisting of the Homns.

THE QUBEEN AND BEACONSFIELD-

On the wall of Hughenden hurch,
says the Nineteenth Century, may be
seen a memorial tablet, recording the
gratitude and affection of Queen Vie-
toria for the services and for the me-
mory of a man who without question
was the most interesting and striking
figure of her reign. The inscription
which it bears was written by the
Queen herself. . ““To the dear and hon-
ored memory,” so it runs, ‘“of Ben-
jamin, Barl of Beaconsfield, this me-
morial is placed by his grateful and
affectionate sovereign and friend, Vie-
torla, R. 1.

A splendid.  report on the forest

wealth of Canada, certainly the most
complete and voluminous that hag ever
been published on this subject, was
issued from the (Department of Agri-
culture on March 27th. The volume is
a tribute to the industry of George
Johnson, Dominion statistician,
his staff.
ing the influence of forests on climate,
agriculture, etc., the industries depend-
ing on forests, value of forest pro-
ducts, yearly consumption,
area of Canada and comparison of for-
eign areas of woodland, opinions of ex-
perts of several Provinces, and a mass
of figures bearing upon the different
phases of the lumbering and timber in-
dgstry- Mr. Johnson says that in Can-

for their existence upon the supply ot
wood, there is an invested capital not
far from $100,000,000, and an annual
wage list of over $30,000,000, 'with an

output valued at clcse upon $110,000,000.

In addition there are railways which

are dependent on the wood supply for

raflway ties and dimension ‘timber, and
in whose freights lumber figures as
nearly one-fifthy of the total freight
carried; canals, of whose freight ‘the
products of the forest constitute two-
fifths of the total freight carried;
mines which require wood for shoring
purposes; ships, which, themselves
chiefly made of wood, find in our 'ex-
ports of products of ithe forest mater-
jals for full cargoes, without which
freight rates on goods carried must be
higher, nearly one-quarter of the ex-
ports of home production being pro-
ducts of the forest; the leather indus-
try, which depends upon nature’s sup-
ply of tannin secreted in the bark of
trees; the lucifer match' industries;
those varied industries which depend
in part upon wood such as agricultu-
ral implements, edged tools, etc., and
the. practically new industry of pulp-
making, which, within.10 years, has
sprung up into an industry with near-
ly $3,000,000 of invested capital, and
over $1,000,000 of annual output. The
value of forest products consumed per
capita is estimated approximately. The
value of forest products, calculated
from the census returns of 1891, was
$80,071,415. For the fiscal year, 1890-91,
our imports of wood articles amounted
to $3,132,5616, while for the same period
our exports were $27,207,5647, leaving for
consumption in Canada $55,996,384, or a
value of §15.59 per head. 'With respect
to the quantity used the census re-
turns show an aggregate of 2,054,073,072
cuble feet as the total cut of the year.
About 30 per cent. of this is exported,
leaving 1,431,551,1560 cubic feet for an-
nual home consumption. This is equal
to 296.2 cubic feet per head of popu-
lation. B. E. Fernow, chief of the for-
estry division of the United States de-
partment of agriculture, estimates that
the per capita consumption of the Uni-
ted States is about 350 cubic feet an-
nually. From a mass of cited data Mr.
Johnson draws these conclusions: (1.)
That the first quality pine has nearly
disappeared. (2.) That of the second
quality pine there is conslderablq sup-
ply. (3.) That of other timber woods
there is a large supply. (4.) That we
are within measureable distance of the
time when, with the exception ‘- of
spruce as to wood and of British Col-
umbia as to Prov'nces, Canada shall
cease to be a wood-exporting country.

A NEWSPAPER EPISODE.

John M. Lamb, editor of the De
Lamar, Idaho, Nugget, says an exchange,
got on a rampage the other day, un-
slung his gun and took the camp.
