) EXCITED CONSTANTINOPLE.

The Military had to be Called Out—N#4-
gotiations Proceeding.

Constantinople, Oct. 6, via Sofia, Oct. %
| —The representatives of the six Powers
have sent a ¢ollective note to the Turk-
ish Government calling atténtion to the
inadequate measures taken by the police
authorities to maintain public tranquil-
ity in Constantinople and its suburbs and
demanding the prompt institution of a
vigorous inquiry into the recent rioting,
bloodshed and wholesale imprisonment of
Armenians here, Inaddition the Powers
demand the release of all prisoners who
are innocent of wrong-doing and the ces-
sation of arrests! Said Pasha, the new
Turkish Minister for Foreign Affairs who
held this portfolio.before he. was made
Grand Vizier, in which officé he has been
succeeded by Kiamil Pasha, has called
at the different embassies and presented
to the. representatives of the Powers a
communication from the Turkish Govern-
ment repeating the gssurance that the
plan for reform in Armenia has been ac-
cepted by the Porte. It 4s not believed
that this  will  satisfy the Powers.
There have-been no further excesses,
however, ‘although a feeling of great
| disquiet still prevails. Fresh demonstra-
| tions upon_ the part of Armenians are
| feared. The Armenians who are still in-
| side’ the Patriaréhate church here, in
which they sought refuge after the riot-
ing on Monday last, fired some shots at
: noon to-day, and'it was feared another
| outbreak' was |imminent. The police
watching' the  building promptly notified
the military authorities and a strong
| force of troops ‘was sent to this place.
| The soldiers immediately blocked all the
| adjacent ‘streets. This 'action of the mil-
| itary caused quite a panic among the in-
habitants of ‘that quarter. They fled
from them in all directions. The Kurds
| then entered workshops along the quays
and expelled from them all the Arme-
i nians they could find. Later, it is claim-
i ed, the bodies of four Armenians were
i found. One feature of police work which
is attracting considerable attention is fre-
quently recalled, that the gendarmes
while making' arrests repeatedly told
persons taken into custedy ‘‘to-call upon
England to deliver youw.” Those who
know the way of the Turkish officials
say this shows that the police were In-
structed to impress upon the Armenians
that Great Britan was unable or un-
willing to assist them in this emergency.
Finally in many quarters of Stamboul
have been placarded notices Ineiting the
populace against “the infidels.” he po-
lice, it is true, tear down these placards,
but. they are either unable or unwilling
to do so before they have been widely
read and have had the effect anticipated
upon the Mahomedan population. It is
not, claimed that the Government is. re-;
sponsible for this agitation, but the work:
is being done and the Government Iis
apparently unable to stop it.

=1t is officiall stated this aftr-moon that
the recent disturbances in C - rstantino-
ple will not stop the neg :'ations of
Great Britain 'and the Powers are carry-
ing 'on’' with- the Turkish Government
looking to a reform in the administration
of Armenian affairs.

San Francisco, Oct. 9—C. T. Lenahan
tock the witness stand in the Durrant
trial, being called by the defence, the
contention being that he was mistaken
for Durrant Jy pawnbroker Oppenheim.
Lenahan, who doés not bear a striking
resemblance to the prisoner, ‘said that
cn April 3rd he attempted to pawn a
small diamond ring, similar to the one
worn by Blanche Lamont, at Oppen-
heim’s shop. Witness said that he asked
Oppenheim the same questions and re-
ceived the same answers that Oppen-
heim quoted in relating the conversation
which he had with the young man
whom Oppenheim testified was Durrant.
Then came a surprise to the defense
which counteracted nearly all .of . the
strength gained from the witness’ tee-
timony. Lenahan sald that he'tried to
pawn  the ring in the afternoon, while
Oppenheim testified that Durrant en-
tered his shop in the morning. Attor-
ney Deuprey was considerably discon-
certed by this statement of the witness
and. endeavored to impeach Lenahan’s
testimony.

Theodore Durrant was placed on the
stand ths morning to testify in his own
behalf. It was the intention of, the da-
fense .to recall Chas. T. Lenahan, but
Lenahan was not present, and Durrant
was called to the stand. General Dick-
inson conducted the ‘examination. After
telling his age and a few other facts of
the kind, the attention™of the young
medical student was attracted to the
events of April 3rd. On the morning of
that day he said he met Blanche La-
mont, to whom he had frst been iIn-
troduced at Emanuel church last Sep-
fember. After relating the facts about
his trip with Miss Lamont to the Sutter
sireet car, he said he went to Cooper
Medical CoHege, intending to attend the
lecture at 11 o’clock. Prof. Stillman,
however, did not lecture, and Durrant
sald that he and another student namea
Ross went for a walk. When they re-
turned half an “hour later, Durrant
went to the library to consult the au:
thorities in certain questions under dis-
cussion in his classes. About 1 o'clock
Durrant said he went for another walk
with\a ‘student named Diggins. They
were. absent half an hour. Returning
Durrant went into. the library and re-
mained until 3:30 o’clock, when he went
to the class room, where Dr. Cheney was
to lecture. :
