Despite some misgivings 
hearty approval is given of Lord 
Kitchener's appointment. It is felt 
that, if any one can clear up matters 
in South' Africa, he is the man; and 
it is readily admitted that the task 
before him, though of a different 
kind, is almost as difficult as that 
which faced Lord Roberts twn months 
ago, and is calculated to give the 
fullest scope of Kitchener’s talents 
as an organizer. The Morning Poet 
hints broadly that the recent demand 
of Lord Roberts for reinforcements 
has not been complied with, and in- 
sists that Lord Kitchener’s hands 
must not be tied by any lack of men 
or horses. It says if reinforcements 
are withheld or delayed, Lord Kit­
chener may be paralysed, with what 
consequences to the Empire no one 
can forsee. From thirty thousand to 
fifty thousand men are required. All 
the editorials dwell with considerable 
emotion on the nation's debt of grati­
tude to Lord Roberts, who has suc- 
cessfully piloted through one of the 
darkest hours of our history.
