SAYS THE “PAN-AM.” WILL SURPASS
THS PARIS FAIR.

Tells Chairman J, N, Seatcherd the

Half Has Not Been Told of the
Grandeur and Beauty of the Expo-
sition at Bufiale.

“Scatcherd, you did not praise it half
enough.” -

So spoke the distinguished statesman
and famous after dinner orator, Sen-
ator Chauncey M. Depew, as he stood
in the" center of the grounds of the
Pan-American Ezxposition at Buffalo
and gazed upon the beautiful struc-
tures surrounding him on every side
and now approaching completion.

Senator Depew had come to Buffalo
to deliver an address. His first desire

on arrival in the city was to be driven

to the grounds of the Exposition. The
remark quoted above was addressed to
Chairman Johh N. Scatcheid of the
executive committee of the Exposition,
who had told Senator Depew of the
progress made in the building of the
Exposition when they had met in Eu-
rope last summer. Mr. Scatcherd had
dwelt longs and eloquently upon the
success whidh had attended the organi-
gation and construction of the Exposi-
tion, and “Our Chauncey's” expecta-
tions were high. Nevertheless antici-
pations are not equal to realization.

Looking upon the scene Defore him
from the sight of the grand Triumphal
Bridge, he saw to his right the stately
proportions of the United States Gov-
ernment buildings, to the left, across
the spacious Esplanade, the charming
architectural effects of the Graphie
Arts, Horticultural and Mines build-
Ings, while the vast Machinery and
Transportation buildmg, now almost
complete, was seen in the background
to the left. Opposite It, across the
Court of Fountains, was the Manufac-
tures and Liberal Arts bullding, and
the Electric Tower could be seen ris-
ing skyward In the distance at the far
end of the vast court, with the towers
and minarets of other buildings out-
lined against the horizon. As Mr. De
pew tdok In this impressive scene the
exclamation burst from his lips that
the half had not been told.

OF TFE SOUTH.

Unique People Discovered Living
in Wilds of Mexican Frontier.

Have F-rt Like Mands and Much
tougner—They Bury Their Brides.
Elect Over Night.

The Cocopas, a very queer people,
living in the valley of the Colorado
river—partly in Lower California and
partly in Mexico—have just been
bromght to light by Professor 'W. J.
McGee, the well-known ethnologist,
who has described a few of their traits
in the San Francisco Call. ‘After out-
lining the tortuous journeyings which
brought him upon this strange tribe,
he says:

“The Cocopas greatly surprised me.
Living so near to the Gulf [ supposed,
of course, that they were fishing peo-
ple. 1 found them essentially agricul-
tural, 'They were cultivating corn,
beans, peas, and squashes; they were
harvesting five different %inds of
grasses for their seeds. They had lo-
cated their little farms aceording to
the caprice of the floods frequently
oecurring in this valley . They profess-
ed to be strongly inimical to the Mexi-
can government and to be anxious to
emigrate to the United States

“The Cocopas are generally of fine
ique. The men are tall and ro-

“Bach Cocopa famsly is bound by a
strict law  pertaining to poperty
rights. Strictly domestic property be-
longs to the woman, farmst ead prop=
erty to the man.

“Durng my stay amHng them the
Cocopas had a great feast, out in \i_ne
extreme morthwestern part of their
territpy, at a point 75 miles from
Colonia Lerdo. [ contemplated attend-
ing this jollificntion, but changed my
ménd and later had reason to be
thankful that | hid thus recons dered.
One of the tribe comaitted a depre-
dation, for which three of the Mexi-
can rural police undetook to arrest
him. His companions rescued him
and tore the police utterly to pieces.
The Mex'cans will,of course, punish
the Cocopas for ithis, alt hough the
latter are many bundreds of miles dis-
tant from civilization. The penalty
for their crime will probably be the
fruther reduction of their number by
from a dozen 10 a score of =ouls.
