'I here was one gap in the cordon, 
and for this gap the Yeomanry made, 
their officer at their head, leaving 
their Colonial comrades with the 
guns to tackle the Boers as best 
they could. In due course the Yeo- 
manry came to General Clements' 
camp, and he wired to Lord Kitchen, 
er. "Company of your Yeomanry 
turned up. "What shall I do with 
them?" The reply was almost im­
mediate: "Keep them as for from me 
as they kept from the Boers."

An anecdote illustrative of the dif­
ference between Lord Kitchener as a 
chief and Lord Roberts is worth re­
calling Before Lord Roberts left 
Cape Town, he called into his office, 
a certain Colonial and charged him 
with a particular mission: "How, 
said the chief, ‘how soon 
can you put this through?,I 
know you will do the best you can.

"Well," replied the Colonel, 111 
try to do it in a fortnight." -

"Well," Lord Roberts repeated, "I 
know you will do the beet you can, 
and with a pleasant smile he dismiss­
ed the officer.

Outside the door he met Lord Kite 
chener.:

"Well?" asked Lord Kitchener, with 
business-like abruptness, "what are 
you doing?"-

"Oh," wild the Colonel, "Lord 
Roberts wants me to do so and so.

"When are you going to get it 
through?"...

"Well," said the Colonel. I prom­
ised to do it in a fortnight."

“Now, Colonel," was Lord Kitch­
ener's retort, "if you cannot do it 
within a week, we will have to see 
about sending you home."

And done it was
Lient.-Col. Girouard. the Canadian 

engineer officer and Director of Mil­
itary Railways during the war, is 
probably the only man who has ever 
"answered back’ to Lord Kitchener. 
It was years ago, when the, railway 
was being pushed into the desert. 
Girouard, independent colonial, was 
superintending a piece of construction 
when Lord Kitchener appeared on 
the scene. The work did not please 
him, and he spoke hie mind freely as 
is his custom. Girouard is reported, 
to have listened sibntly until the tor­
rent of words was spent. Then he 
stepped up to his chief and said: 
“Look hero. Mr. Kitchener, are you 
bossing this railway or am I?"

What Lord Kitchener said to this 
has not be n reported: but it is a 
fact that Girouard's "cheek" did not 
prevent Lord Kitchener from select­
ing him to be chief of the railways 
in South Africa. And when one 
thinks of his railway work during 
the war he cannot help commanding 
his selection.— London Mail, .
