MOTORISTS SHOUOD STUDY FUN­
DAMENTAL PRINCIPLES OF IG­
NITION AND WIRING AS APPLIED 

TO MOTOR CARS

If you ever had to pay a fejw goodsized 
bills for having new generator armatures 
installed in your car. you realize more than 
ever before that the wires underneath 
the hood play a big part in the function­
ing of the automobile.

“Any automobile owner who does not 
understand at least the fundamental prin­
ciples of ignition and wiring as applied to 
the motor car should study up a bit on 
these , nessémial ; matters.. ” 
motor car electrician. /

“Every owner should make it a habit 
to inspect the wiring on his car as often 
as is practicable, to see that the electrical 
system is properly grounded and that all 
wires are securely fastened to spark plugs 
but that the right wire is attached to the 
right plug every time.

“Short circuits burn out the armature

miles. windings, hence neglect to inspect the 
wiring system of one’s car for too long 
periods at a stretch is often followed by 
bills for new armatures.

“Pay attention to your dash ammeter. 
If it stops indicating charge at fifteen 
miles an hour or better, investigate the 
wiring. An ammeter is merely an instru­
ment to protect the motorist against ig­
nition troubles. There is no use having 
an ammeter on your car unless you pay 
attention to it and heed its warnings in 
time to prevent serious trouble.”
