Eaually As Many Women As
Men Can Vote in This City
Ifi Plebiscite

There will be about 8,900 names on
the voters lists for the City of Fred-
ericton in the plebiscite on Prohibi-
tion on July 10th.

Qhairman A, J. Wheeler had his fin-
al lot of additions to the lists under
the amendments to the N. B, Elections
Act completed this morning, and they
number 354.

Before today’'s lot of names were
added there were 3,743 names on the
oity lists, including 1,3v: names which
were added during the original per-
iod for women to register, When the
added lists were compared today with
the lists as they then stood complef-
ed it was found, however, that al-

presented that these names were not
on the voters lists a good many werse
already there. Mr. Wheeler estimat-
éd that probably 20 per cent. of the
final - list were duplicates, which
would makeé the total number on the
lists, after ‘they have been finally
sorted out, about 8,900.

There will evidently be equally as
many women as men eligible to vote
in Fredericton, if the women voters
are not actually In the majority.

An Emissary ot Organized
Labor Arrives to Urge N. B
Teachers Ass’n to Affiliate

Charles B. Stillman, of Chicago, Wants N, B. Teachers Associa-
tion.to Become Affiliated With American Federation of Labor
Through the American Federation of Teachers—Exscutive
Meeting This Morning Marked Opening of Biennial Conven-
tion of the Educational Institute of New Brunswick.

Charles B. Stiliman, of Chicago,
president of the American Federation
of Teachers, arrived here from Mont-
real this morning to address the ses-
sion of the New Brunswick Bducation-
al Institute this evening glven over to
the New Brumswick Teachers’' Asso-
clation, and admitted in an interview
with The Gleaner this morning that
he was here to urge the teachers to
have the provincial organization affil-
iate with the American Federation of
Labor through the American Federa-
tion of Teachers.

Mr. Btillman is the secretary of the
committee on education of the Ameri-
calt Federation of Labor, and as such
has been In. attendance at the convan-
tion of the Federation which recently

closed In Montreal. At the Queen
Hotel, where he {8 a guest, he admit-
ted to The Gleaner that he was here
as the emissary of organized labor|
and said he would place before Lhe
New Brunswick Teachers' Association
this evening the accomplishments of
the Amerfcan Federation of Teachers,
which consists of 175 local associa-
tions in all parts of the United Stales.
The American Federation of Teach-
ers, he stated, was comparatively
voung, being only four years old, but
they showed an increase of over 500
per cent. in membership during the
last year and a half. They found, he
said, that organized labor was intense-
ly Interested in Increasing the effi-
cien<ly of the public school and found,
by their affiliation with organized
labor, that with the political influence
in the community they had been able
to rouse the public to the condition
of .the schools and seoure fresh In-
terest

The object of the American Federa-
tion of Teachers, he stated, was to
bring associations of teachers into re-

| lations of mutual assistance and co-

operation; to obtaln for them the
rights and benefits to which they are
entitled;

fteaching profession by securtng the
conditl espential to the best pro-
fessiol ervice and to promote such
a d zation of the echools as
will enable them to better equip their
puplls to take their place in the in-
dustrial, social and political 1ife of
the community.
