THE WEALTH OF IMMIGRANTS

Immigrants from the United States
are fewer in number than a year ux::
but are bringing more wealth.
cording to J. Bruce Walker, commis-
sioner of immigration at Winnipeg,
while there were about 3 fewer
newcomers in October and November,
they brought in about $525,000 more
in cash and nearly $275,000 more in
valued effects than in co
months of 1912. Commenting -on these
returns Mr. Walker said: ““The de-
crease is due entirely to the depres-
sion, all over, in the building trades,
and illustrates that the stream of
skilled mechanics and skilled laborers
of all kinds and all others engaged in
the building trades has fallen off on
account of the lesser demand. °

“This is a most gratifying state of
affairs, and if we are going to have
a decrease in any direction we should
prefer to have it along the lines of the
supply of skilled labor under the pre-
sent conditions of the labor market.

VALUE OF CANADIAN FISHERIES

The total marketed value of all
kinds of fish, fish products and mar-
ine animals taken by Canadian fish-
ermen from the sea and inland lakes
and rivers during the fiscal year end-
ed 31 march, 1913 amounted to the
large sum of $33,389,464, though this
total falls short of that for the preced-
ing year by $1,278,408.

The sea fisheries total was $29,315,-
772, and the inland fisheries contrib-
uted $4,073,692. The number of ves-
sels engaged was 1669 tugs and 34,501
boats manned by 65,081 fishermen to-
gether with 23,327 workers who were
employed on shore. The total value
of the fish taken from the lakes and
streams of Alberta during the same
riod amounted to the modest sum
of $51,616, which is about half what
it was the previous year.

Sir Frederick Williams-Taylor, the
new gereral ‘gn;ger of the Bank of
Montreal, has rendered great service
to the Dominion during his stay in
London, and isna well known author-
ity on Canadian finance, having de-
livered addresses to the Royal Bociety
of Arts and the Royal Colonial Insti-
tute on the ‘“Canadian Banking sys-

tem” and “Canadian Loans in Lon-
don.”

MORE DUCAL DUCATS
FOR CANADA

London.—The Times comes very
near the mark when it hints that the
Duke of Bedford may follow the ex-
ample of the Duke of Sutherland and
invest in Canada part of several mil-
lions sterling coming from the sale of
the nineteen acres of London’s most
valuable sites in and around Covent
Garden.

The Duke sold, between 1909 and
1911, 20,000 acres of fenland in Cam-
bridgeshire, realizing nearly five mil-
lion dollars: also the Devonshire town
of Tavistock, with its' water supply,
markets, town hall and other public
services and 8,500 acres, realizing $2,-
830,000.

It is understood that a considerable
rortion of this money has gone quiet-
y into Canadian Pacific and other
high-class Canadian securities and
mortgages, the Duke thereby getting
from 5 to 7 instead of from 2 to 3 per
cent. on his capital.

CANADA AND WEST
INDIES TRADE

Owing to the trade agreement be-
tween Canada and the West Indies,
several Birmingham merchants, who
have for many years transacted busi-
ness with the commercial- houses in
the West Indies and consequently
have old established connections, in-
tend to retain those connections if
possible by exporting direct from Can-
ada through the medium of resident
agents. It is’ believed that various
manufactures and products hitherto
exported to the West Indies from
Great Britain and foreign sources will
now be diverted to Canada. A repre-
sentative of a large Birmingham house
is visiting Canada in the spring for
the purpose of making arrangements
necesgitated by the new conditions.
The firm in question will be seeking
manufacturers of all kinds of wooden
goods, household utensils, fish, and
every kind of produce.

During the year ending 31 March,
1913, Canada imported for home con-
sumption merchandise to the value of
$685,000,000, and  exported goods to
the value of $375,000,000 which to that
extent paid for her imports, leaving
a_balance of $310,000,000 to be pro-
vided for in some other way. In ad-
dition to verge trade balance,
Canada has ide for interest
charges on borrowed money to the ex-
tent og $75,000,000. The Dominion
had thus to find the. large sum of
$385,000,000 over and above the value
of the exports. It is clear that the

export trade comes far short of meet-

ing demands, and the yeu'lg increas-
ing amount of interest paid on bor-
rowed money. What is to be done
under such circumstances? The most
obvious answer is to stop borrowing
and find new markets for Canadian
exports. To stop borrowing at the
present juncture would mean the re-
tardation of the progress which has
characterized the Dominion in
past, would mean the diminution of
emigration ang,_ythe flow of capital
into the coun attending it, would
mean also the paralysis of the indus-
tries already established. If the
country is to continue on its hitherto
successful career it is only by bor-
rowed money and undoubted securi-
ties it can be done and the inexhaust-
ible resources of the country are suffi-
