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“It is rumored in Shanghal that
the German Minister to Pekin, Baron |
Von Kettler, was killed at Pekin on
18th of June. On the 23rd of
June, the chief Ilegation buildings
were still standing. The others had
been burned.

On the 26th of June a despatch was
received at Shanghal from Yung Lu |
(believed to be the Viceroy of Pro-
vince of Chile, where the provincial
troubles have occurred; stating that
the other ministers were safe.
Despatehes to Shanghat from differ-
ent sources indicate that Prince Tu-
ang, father of the heir apparent,
seems to be absolutely in control at
Pekin, and that his attitude is the
woret possible and most hostile to for
eigners It is even sald that he is-
sued an ‘edict as far back as the
20th of June, ordering all the vic2
roys to attack the foreigners in their
respective provinces—an order which
has so far not been obeyed.
