What a Grimsby Baker Has to Say 
About it.

K. M. Stephen, a Grimsby baker, 
writer to tbe.Grimsby Independent dis­
cussing tbe price of bread in the light 
of lict Mr. Hollinrake’s sermon. It does 
not set forth what it costs to make a 
loaf of bread, but be presents this case:

‘"In the first place, it is not gospel 
truth to state that bread has been raised 
sixty per cent., when the price of bread, 
and tbe weight here and in most places 
is the same to day as it was two or three 
year ago, while flour nnd wheat are 
about fifty per cent, higher. In the year 
1888 we paid about #> per barrel for 
flour and sold bread at 12c per four- 
p mid loaf. In 18ÎI0 flour was not so 
high as ait the present time, but we sold 
bread for 14c per four-pound loaf, or 
3Jôe per pound. To-day we are, paying 
in thi neighborhood of $6 per barrel for 
flo ir. and selling bread at 10c per three- 
pnnd loaf, or 3 l-3c per pound, and this 
in the face of advanced cost of labor, 
horses, feed, etc. If the statement that 
prices were always raised who» raw ma­
terial advanced, but not lowered ai corre- 
spmding amount when said material 
goes down again, were true, where would 
tli,y eventually go to?"
