THE ANNUAL REPORT.
After routine boisnese, the president read 

the annual report of the directors, which is as 
follows ;—

The report which the directors have the 
honour to present for the past year will show 
that a further and very important advance 
has been made since the last annual meeting 
in the work of the society. The interest and 
attractions of th* Garderie will not as hereto­
fore be limited to the outdoor display of plants 
and floWers during the comparatively brief 
season of a Canadian summer, but will now 
be continued through the snows and froete of 
winter.

The erection ..and completion of the new 
conservatory on the south side of the Pavilion 
will, it is hoped, provide a new and most im­
portant source of interest and instruction to 
all visitors to the Gardens, and that at a 
period ot. the year when the warmth and per­
fume and say blossoms within our winter 
garden ” will be doubly enhanced by the cold, 
and bare, and cheerless aspect of the wintry 
landscape without.

The conservatory now ooinpleted is 46 by 
68 feet, capable of holding" several thousand 
plante, and is heated by a Hitchin’s corrugated 
boiler placed in the basement of the Pavilion, 
from which tiie water is conveyed to coils of 
pipe placed under and above the floor of the 
conservatory.

Owing to many unforeseen delays on 
the part of the contractors tiie building was 
not ready for the reception Of plants until 
after the cold weather had set in in Novem­
ber. ■

The nndens of a collection had been formed 
by the purchase in Jane last of some very 
beautiful Specimens of ÿalms, pandanus, 
crotons, draceenis, eta, from Mr. N. J. Mc­
Call», of St. Catharines, which were exhi­
bited by that gentleman at the Exhibition of 
the Electoral Division Society held in the 
pavüiofc during that month.

It was confidently expected- by the direc­
tors that the conservatory would have been 
completed in sufficient time to have prevented 
any injury to these valuable plants from a 
want of proper accommodation ip the tem­
porary quarters provided for them.

From the unexpected delays already al­
luded to they were exposed, more or less, to 
an unoongenfal temperature, and when at 
last the new bedding was sufficiently com­
pleted,to receive them, the deleterious effects 
of the fresh paint upon the foliage of most of 
the plants quickly destroyed their beauty, 
and it will, be some time yet before they will 
entirely recover.

In spite of these drawbacks, however, the 
conservatory is already beginning to present 
a very attractive appearance, and the 
directors have great pleasure in announcing 
to the members and friends of the society 
that further additions of a very valuable 
kind to the oollection of plants may be ex­
pected during the coming season.

Hie Excellency the Governor-General has 
most kindly undertaken to nso hie powerful 
influence to procure for the society a grant of 
plants from the Royal Botanic Gardens at 
Kew! , At his Excellency's suggestion a
memorial his been transmitted to 
by the president on behalf of the society,"ask 
ing for such a grant, and accompanied by 
an official letter from his Honour the 
Lieutenen*-Gcv«roor of Ontario, recommend
tog the application, and the directors have no 
doubt that the powerful - influence of hie Ex­

THE PAINT HABIT.

Daubing Becoming a Mania.

Of all the vices to which the head of a fam­
ily can be addicted, that of painting is pro­
bably the most devastating in its effects upon 
the mind, clothing, ana purse. Unlike 
drunkenness and playing on brass instru­
ments, it is a vice which can be practised 
without publicity^and this is doubtless one 
reason why it is so awfully prevalent. There 
are many men who are outwardly respectable, 
and who are even regarded as pillars of the 
Church, who keep their private paint-brushes 
and their cans of prepared colours, and in the 
secrecy of their own households peint their 
furniture and the wood-work of their rooms. 
In time this viee inevitably makes inroads 
upon the coat of its victim, and the appear­
ance of blue, red, or green patches on his 
coat-tails, and in some cases on his trousers, 
will behray him ; but there is no doubt that 
at the present day there are hundreds of 
who are habitually addicted to private paint­
ing, and whose weakness is known only to 
the unhappy members of their families.

There seems to be something wondi 
fascinating in tiie private paint-brush and the 
cans of prepared paint that are publicly «old 
by unprincipled and greedy men. The man 
who has once allowed himself to pamt the 
kitchen chain or the dog-kennel takes a step 
which he can rarely retrace. His thirst for 
paint grows with indnlgeaoe, and he soon 
acmes to feel wretched unless he bee • brush 
in his hand.

” winter garden ” by the completion of the 
coneerVatory. and the nucleus which has al­
ready hem formed of a valuable collection of 
plante, the Treasurer’s statement, which the 
directors submit with this report, will show 
that a' very heavy additional responsibility 
has been incurred by th» society, which it 
will tax all their energies to meet. The cost 
of the conservatory has exceeded what was 
contemplated at the time the additional loan 
was contracted for its construction.

The corporation grant of last year wee re­
duced to $1,500, while the current expenses 
of the Gardens, which it is supposed to 
cover, amounted to over $2,800 exclusive of 
repairs and other items, which might fairly 
come under tiie head of “ ordinary current 
expenses.8

The directors, therefore, have during tfce 
past year had to provide as fat ae they could 
out of the proceeds of the various entertain­
ment», concerte, and performances given in 
the Gardens, and the rent ef the Pavilion for 
each purposes, -net only for the interest on 
the loan» effected for the erection of the 
pavilion and oonaervatory, and the extra 
xmoupt beyond- the original estimate of the 
conservatory, but for repairs in the propagat­
ing houses, repairs to fencing, alterations in 
pavilion, seeds, trees andshrube for replacing 
speciprana which had died, eta, garden tool», 
and other-inevitable expenses which must oc­
cur annually, and which amount to a very* 
considerable sum. The result has been, as 
shown, by the treasurer’s statement, a very 
serious aefidt for the year, there being a 
balance due the treasurer of $2,750.50, and 
about $11,060- yet unpaid upon tiie conser­
vatory.

Though beginlBng the year with this seri­
ous debt, the directors see no reason for dis­
couragement They are confident that their 
efforts to contribute to the recreation and 
enjoyment of the public, as well as to make 
the Gardens' what they ought to be, the 
means of diffusing a wider and more accurate 
knowledge of plants and flowers, and especi­
ally in view of the collection they hope to 
have within, the .walls of the conservai

With this he finished the bath-tub, and had 
this time three-quarters of a pound left. It 
was, of course, impoesible for him to allow so 
ranch paint to be wasted, and, accordingly, he 
began to paint the six kitchen chairs. There 
was enough paint for five chairs only, and the 
wretched man saw that he could not help 
buying a third pound, nearly all of which was 
left sfter the sixth chair was finished.

With hungry eyes and an excited air be 
now roamed through the house, seeking what 
he might paint, and finally decided to patot 
the wood-wofttetiiis study. Two additional 
pounds were used before the wood-work was 
finished, but he found that in his anxiety to 
finish the work without baying a sixth can of 
red paint, he had laid on the colour so lightly 
in some places that the result dissatisfied him. 
As a remedy he resolved to ran a narrow bar 
ot Mack paint around each panel, and there­
fore bought a pound of the best pre­
pared ivory black. Not more than 
half of it had been used when the 
work w* finished, and it became neces­
sary to find something on which to use the 
remainder. The unhappy Mr. Smith now 
realized when it wm too late to 
save himself that he was a confirmed 
painter, and that he had not suffi­
cient strength of will to cast the accursed 
paint-pot from him, no matter if he did there­
by waste nearly a pound of ivory Mack. He 
pursued his downward course with great 
rapidity. Heedless of the tears of his wife 
and the entreaties of his daughters, he 
painted everything in the house on which a 
paint-brush could bo laid. No matter how 
large or how small any surface which he 
undertook to paint might be, he always had 
a little paint left over when it wm finished, 
and had to buy a new can when the next 
article wm partially painted. The hideous 
marks of the vice which had mMtered him 

> became apparent on his cloth* and fingers. 
Men knew that he wm a hopeless painter, 
and shrunk from him with horror.

His wife and daughters could not go into 
the street without showing by their involun­
tary patch* of black paint that tiie head of 
their house w* a private painter. His 
money gradually found its way into the 
pocket of the heartless wretch who kept the 
paint shop, and his health gave way under 
the influence of painters’ colic. Within one 
short year from the time when Mr. Smith 
bought his first can of red paint he wm a 
ruined outcast, and when after his suicide 
with Paris green a noted philanthropist 
called on his widow to obtain materials for 
writing a biography of the dead man as a 
warning to tiie young, he learned that dur­
ing the latter part of nis career the miserable 
Mr. Smith had used no less than seven 
pounds of paint daily.

This pathetic story cam* its lesson with 
it. It shows us the terrible danger of med­
dling. No man can take a loaded Mush in­
to his hands without defiling his fingers. 
The only safety li* in total abstinence from 
brush* end paint, no matter how great may 
be the temptation to age till»,

PROPOSED SUGAR REFINERY.
of the Township of York 

to Give the (Sugar Beet-Boot a

A number of farmers living in the township 
of York recently held a meeting in the Ma­
sonic hall, EgUngton.

The refinery, he 
said, would give employment to 400 work­
men, and he, no donht, would purchase a 
Urge quantity of land near the establishment 
whereon to erect dwellings for his workmen.

Poisoned by Perk.
The British Medical Journal, in a notice of 

the official report by Dr. Ballard, medical in-

ritor of the Local Government Board, on 
outbreak of illness (wMoh proved fatal in 
two cas*) that occurred among persons who 

had eaten certain food supplied at tiie sale 
at Welbeck Abbey fa June fast, says that the 
facte elicited by the inquiry all tended to show 
that it wm the ham consumed at the sale 
which had caused the mischief. The résulté 
of investigations made by order of Dr. Ballard 
were to establish the absence of trichine fa 
the ham, wMch had been suspected by some 
of the medical attendants of the cas* ; hut 
to demonstrate the presence of » sped* of 
baaiffifa a living peraaitic tiling, capable of 
spreading by its growth and reproduction 
through the material fa wMch it was found, 
and capable of producing disease fa animals 
into whoee system it wm introduced ; 
capable also of growth and reproduction 
within the system of these animals. The 
British Medical Journal also givw particulars 
of a recent outbreak of pork-poisoning (or 
probably more correctly infection) wMch hM 
taken place at Nottingham. It came to the 
knowledge of Dr. Seaton, of N< 
that a man had died from what wm 
choleraic diarrhœa, end that his illneM wm 
attributed to his having eaten pork, for his 
wife had suffered from the same symptoms, 
and hie children, who did not eat it, 
escaped. Dr. Seaton made inquiries, and 
found that not only had this man and his 
wife Zbffered, but that 14 other persons had 
been made ill in the seme way after rating 
pork bought at the same time from the same 
shop, the symptoms bearing a striking re­
semblance to some of the Welbeck cm* that 
he had the opportunity of inquiring into. A 
careful post-mortem examination was made, 
and the result of the investigations which fol­
lowed wm the discovery of bacilli of the same 
appearance m those to the Welbeck case. It 
is stated that in the Nottingham case, m fl» 
m the evidence goes, there wm nothing to 
show that the pig wm otherwise than ap­
parently healthy. Dr. Seaton told the jury 
st the inquest that if exposed to a sufficiently 
Mgh temperature the vitality of those bacilli 
would be destroyed, end he did not believe 
that, stamping the germs to have been in the 
meat before roMting, they could have survived 
the prooe* of thorough roasting.

spoiled oysters, poisoning both of then, the 
fatter dying from the effect» a short time 
afterward, and her remains being brought to 
Sidney for interment.

School rooms for fifty pupils should 
in all cases be 30 feet by 24 feet, in order to 
give a proper amount of air to each pupil 
Single seat d«ks should in all cas* be used. 
It wm suggested that all schools should be 
subject to medical inspection, sad that a de­
partment under the Minister of Education 
should have charge of the subject of hygiene.
