stitution of the German Empire no easy
matter to master. Not despotic, like
that of Russia; not constitutional, like
that of England ; not federal, like that
of the United States, the German empire
is in embryo, and little likely to soom
reach maturity.

Its unity is a compound of antagonisti
systems—a number of constitutional
states moulded into a democratic empire
under sutocratic influences. Each state
manages its internal affairs under its own
sovereign, but the customs, foreign trade,
pilotage, the railway, postal, telegraph,
consular and diplomatic seryices, and the
army and navy are under the control of
the Empire. varia and Wurtemburg,
by their Reservatrechten, enjoy a show of
*, independence. Theﬁh-w their armies,

but the Emperor Nas them under his
supervision, and ngminates their chief
officers. They hgve their postage
stamps, but their postal service is under
imperial control. The king of Bavaria,
too, has the privilege of being diplomati-
cally represented abroad, merely to show
the world at large that His Majesty
exists, for Bavaria, like all the other
(verman states, is nﬂlcin"_\' n-pn-q-nl:-d
by the imperial ambassadors
Moreover, the Empire settles what
imperial measures are necessary, but
allots to the different states whatever
expenditure they entail, as also their
execution. The Empire has no income
of its own, except the import duties—
greatly increased of late—and the
revenues of the post and telegraph offices.
It is supported—especially in its heavy
military expenditure—by the tribute
each state pays in proportion to its popu-
lation and revenue. These yearly pro
rata payments (Matricularbeitrage) are
fixed by the German parliament, each
state raising the sum as best it can. The
military budget, thanks to the conniv-
ance of the Liberals, was voted for seven
years, and during that period is beyond
arliamentary control. Nevertheless the
imperial government may, and does, de
mand additional yearly suppliex.

All legislative power is vested in the
Imperial Diet, or Reichstag, and in the
FwL-nnl Council, or Bundesrath. The
Reichstag has 397 members, elected by
manhood suffrage. Every German, if
not less than twenty-five years of age,
and not a soldigr, u\nnkrupl, afelon, a
pauper, or lunatic, is an elector, or |
eligible to be a member of the Reichstag

The vote is secret, each voting p-pt-r]
having printed or written on it the name
of a single candidate. Each voter votes
at the polling place where he resides,
and on the day of electipn the poll ix
open from 8 a.m. to 6 p. m. The returns
are then made to the central poll of the
constituency, which comprises about
100,000 voters, or more at Berlin and
other big towns. Consequently the re-
sult of an election is not usually known
for two or three days. The Reichstag is

Under
an act of Congres<. the first distribution
was made by the Alabama claims com-
mission to those who suffered direct losses
from the Alabama and other “inculpated”
cruisers. At Geneva, the board held that
England was not responsible for the
losses by other crafts, \\'Inl'h were entitled
the “exculpated” cruisers. The board
also held that the claims for extra pre-
miums on account of the rebellion, and
known as “war premiums.” were too
remote to be chargeable to Great Britain.
In accordance with thepe decisions, only
the direct losses were satistied. By a
recent act of however, the
Court of Alabama claims was recreated
and directed to distribute the balance of
the fund—first, to satisty the direet
losses, if any remain, and then to pay the
indirect losses pro rata. It is estimated
that the claimants will receive about 50
per cent. of their claims. The largest
claims are held in New York.
