Id the early dry9 of the Church 
when the sp rit of faith was s'rong 
in the souls of Christians, no hardship 
was deemed too great when spiritual 
advantages were to be gained. Vast 
multitudes of pilgrims undertook the 
arduous journey to the Holy Land, 
hit they might visit the places that 

had been hallowed by the presence 
of out Blessed Saviour, and especially 
those that had been sanctified by 
His sufferings. Tradition had pre­
served a very accurate knowledge of 
these localities, and the devout 
pilgtims were accustomed to make 
what we now call the Way of the 
Cross, et the places which were the 
actual scenes of our Lord’s Passion 

Bot J:ruialem became a a)oham- 
toedao city, under the sway of the 
Rultans; and even when the peril us 
jruroey had been made, there was 
a'ways danger from the despotic 
government and from the savage 
fanaticism of the Moslem people. 
The idea, therefore, occurred t> 
several devout persons who b id 
accomplished the pilgrimage, that i, 
wou’d be well fo have some means 
ef performing the same devotion in 
a safer way and of giving its benefits 
to those who were unable to make 
the j luroey to Palestine. The Blessed 
Alvarez, a Dominican of Cordova, 
in S,ia:o, is asid to have constructed 
several am'll chapels, each con'ainiug 
a représenta ion of some event in 
our Lord's sufferings. A similar 
practice was adop ed about 1350 
by the Franciscan 
iiad been permitted by the Sultan to 
take charge of the sepulchre of our 
Blessed L>rd at Jeru<alem, and who 
erected Stations iu many of their 
European churches, so that all the 
faithful who oould not become 
p’lgtims might make the journey in 
spirit. It was immediately seen that 
this was l most excellent devotion, 
well adapted to arouse iqfhe hearts 
of Christians a fervent' spirit of con­
trition and love of God; and it wa-1 
soon approved and recommended by 
the Holy See.

Pope Innocent XII., in 1694 
reaffirming the decree of his 
predecessors, declared that the in 
dulgences granted for visiting certain 
places in Palestine could be gained 
hy alt Franciscans and all affiliated 
to that Order, by making the W y 
of the Cross devoutly. La'er, in 
i;26 B nedict Xfll. ex ended 
there indulgences to all the faithful. 
For some time afterwards, the Fran- 
ci-can Fathers had the sole faculty of 
erecting Stations in cbu ches, but 
tbit power is now given to all 
Bishops and they may delegate it to 
their priests, z '

the Way of the Cross *re described 
in the Gasp Is; others ire transmitted 
to us by tradition. Thus we have no 
scriptural authority for the falls of 
Jesus under the cross, nor lor the 
beautiful story of Veronica; but 
these end several o'her details of 
our Saviour’s Passion are based on 
piout beliefs which have probably 
been handed down from the times 
of he Aposies,

T..e Stations, are generally affixed 
to tha interior wills 1 f tho church, 
although in Catholic countries i is 
common to see beautiful Stations 
erected in the grounds of religious 
institutions and in cemeteries. It is 
au edifying sight in the latte 
to witness the public devotion of the
Way of the Cross and the number ... , ,,
„ a. .*™.,
privately for the benefit of their de­
parted oues whose bodies are buried 
there.

The reader m y have no iced tha' 
the Stations d i nbt always b’gio on 
the same side of the church. Tberer 
is no fixed rule iu regard to this, but 
they are always so arranged that our 
Saviour is represente i as moving for. 
ward; so that the place of beg noing 
and ending depends 01 the manner 
in which He has been depicted by 
the artist. Therefore in some 
churches you will find the first 
Staticn ou the Gaspel aide, in others 
on the Epistle side of thi main altar.

THE INDULGENCES.
What are the indulgences granted 

to those who perform the Way of the 
Cross? S range to say; we do to 
know. While we are assured that no 
other devitiou is -o highly iudulgeoc 
ed, there is considerable nncertainy 
as to just what indulgences we gain 
when we “go around the S a ions 
For many o her devotions we 
have an exact list of the in 
dulgences; but we can only say, in 
regard to the Stations, that the person 
who devoutly performs this devotion 
and is in the state of grace gains the 
same indulgences as if he bad visited 
the actual Way of the Cross iu Jerusa 
lem. The precise number or amouu 
of these indulgences is not specified 
in any ex ant decree of tha Church: 
and all that we know is that no other 
practice of our holy religion is so 
earnestly recommended ot so pleu'i 
(ally indulgenced lor us end lor h’ 
soulriln Purgatory.

IIOW DO WE GAIN THEM?

We are not bouoi to read a tnedi 
t* ion at etch S atiou. We are ro 
obliged to recite any prayers. Those 
that are customiriiy said, such a* the 
Our Father, the Hail Miry, etc., are 
cim-nsodabls and meri orious, but 
are not necessary. We must mere’y 
go around from the fir t S ation to 
the Fourteenth, * oppiug at each for

From the earliest limes it La 
been the ouetom to sing as part of 
the ritual of Holy Week the biblical 
narrative of the Passion of Our Lord 
writes F. W. Goodrich in the Cath­
olic Sentinel of Portland, Oregon, 
At that lima the Holy Scriptures 
hid not been translated into the ver 
naoular, and there can ha no doubt 
that the Churob took this means of 
bringing the story more vividly to 
the mass ot the people. Tha various 
Passions as sung io_ the Oouroh to­
day are very ancient and the molod. 
lea to which they are rendered go 
back to remote antiquity.

and Siriano, wrote mo$ic for the 
part of the Turbi or multitude. As 
time went on the practice of singing 
the story of the last great week 
spread into the Protestant churches 
and la'er composera wrote setting s if 
the Gospel narrative. In Leipsio 
the home of Sabas'.ian Bich, the 
Passion music was part of the Lin'eu 
service, and the master, who was a 
man of great piety, made it more 
than once bis aim to give to the 
most touching and lignifisant o! 
dramas an artistic and appropriate 
musical setting. Bich is believed to 
have written five Passions. Two of 
thega, owing to the carelessness of 
his eon Friedmann in the matter of 
the paternal manuorips, have been 
lost; that 11 according to St. Luka" is 
considered by many authorities to 
be spurious; and the SL John's 
Passion is ovetshadowed by the 
magnifioent setting “ according to 
Si Matthew." This wonderful com 
position was first presented In the 
Church of St. Thomas in L ipsio on 
the afternoon of Good Friday, 1729 
After the composer's daath it fell 
into some out.of-the-way oorner, 
and was not heard of again until re­
vived by Felix Mendelssohn som 
89 years afterward. When the work 
was again revived tho world reoog- 
nizsd it* greatness, and the world of 
today is learning more and more to 
appreciate the beauty and solemnity 
of a composition which portrays the 
eights and scenes of the last few day 
of our Lord’s life before His cruci­
fixion as no other work has done 
since that time.
